On 'Seturday last, with only two dis-
sefiting votes, the American c¢ongress
adopted a bill extending the draft age
S0 Bs'to Include all it men in the
United States, whether matried or singie,
betweén the ages of 18 and 45.

The public men and newspapers of
the- United States give Canada high
praise for her part in the war, and those
Canadians who have done their part
have donme it well and desefve the best
that can be said of them. But in this
country the draft law was not adopted
with only two dissenting votes in par-
liament. There were many -more than
that.’ . :

When ‘Americans are praising Canada
for her part in the war it is ﬂtﬁng that
we. should perteive that the United
States has gone into the war in a great
way. It was a bold and. farseeing
stroke for the United States ‘to adopt
conscription and- the “draft at’ the very

outset., It was not done here nor inj

Greéat. ‘Bfitain ,although, of tourse, oiur
neighbors had the benefit of the experi-
ence of other countries in'choosing her
method. of army raising. “But the fact
remains that the American people as-
sented to that method, and now, with
only two dissenting votes, congress ex-
tends the draft age to include all fit
men, married and single, between the
ages of 18 and 45, whose services may
be reguired. ’ .

ThereVis a thoroughness about the
way the Americams accept the fact of
watr and meet it. They mean to win
the war, and they approve of such ac-
tion being taken as will insure the win-
ning of it. They see that the best
course Is for the whole nation to go to
war, with all its power, and get the
whole bad business over and done with
as quickly as possible.

The government and people of Can-
ada. are, notwithstanding the questions
asked and views expressed by some, as
determined to reinforce the army and
seejthe war through to a successful end-
ing” as ‘are the government and people
of the United States or any of the Al-
lied countries. Qur critics and com-
plﬁnuv»do not represent the-true senti-
megts of the country. They like to fig-
w ut with a pencil how many men the
U%dted States will have to send before
that country will, according to popula-
tion, have done'as much as we have
done. But they forget that the 1,500,
000 men the republic has sent overseas,
the equal mumber now enrolled, the mar-
ried and single under 45 now subject to
dreft, represent a national effort made
with natiohal assent. Here we had vol-
unteering, and if many went\ to war
many made use of that system to avoid
going. - They stayed at home, kept at
home those in whom they were inter-
ested and could influence, and are in no
position to boast of what Canada, what
they have done, because in all this en-
listinghand fighting they always resisted
and Shunned taking any part. The ex-
cellent services of other men, the fine
attitude of other families, the enlist-
ment records of other towns or town-
-ships, is no more to their credit than
the. valor of Belgium or France.

-edition of the “General Anzeiger,” of

Dusseldorf, were prepared with iden-
tical dates and seriel numbering, but one
was intended for circulation in occupied
Russia and the other in Belgium, the
news matter varying according to the
audience, Such tactics, according to the
German theory, would hearten the
troops, improve their morale and de-
velop a “will to victory.”

Use of the Hearst Propaganda.

It is a matter of interest to notice
German quotations from the enemy
press. Only those things seems to be
copied which the Germans like to be-
lieve. From American papers they seize
items which “prove” -that Washington’s
war policy is half-hearted, that the coun-
try is in the grip of the I. W, W,, that
strikes apd everywhere impeding gov-
erdment work and that the Hearst
propaganda is undermining the Ameri-
can morale. The alleged report of an
American military commission testify-
ing to the invincibility of the German
position in the west is eagerly copied,
and LaFollette’s “disclosures” are repre-
sented as seriously embarrassing the ad-
ministration. German editors like to
clip items about the Sinn Fein agitation
and the immense number of troops that
England must send to Ireland. Natur-
ally enough they weldome indications of
dissension among their foes, but in at-
tempting to prove this they resort to
the most far-fetched selection and the
mosf unscrupulous perversion. Ihe
complaints of a United States senator
regarding financial contributions to the
Allies, the alarm of France because of
Engldnd’s designs wupon Calais, Portu-
gal’s uneasiness at British ambitions in
Africa, the “inevitable”? clash between
Japan and England ovetr Chinese prob-
lems and the enlarged merchant marine
of the United States and that of Eng-
land—these and similar items are given
a wholly unmerited emphasis. In some
cases if such reports were traced to their

i source they would be found to have

originated in German propaganda. The
German public, reading propaganda
items planted in enemy papers and re-
printed in their own, can secure only
the most grossly distorted notion of ln-
tente opinion.

THE BEASTLY RUPPRECHT.

(Gertrude Atherton, in The New York
Thnes.)

There is another reason why it is
an abomination for Crown Prince Rup-
precht to marty the young Princess of
Luxemburg. He was the ¢ause of the
death of his beautiful first wife, partly
from reasons which The Times would
not think fit to print, partly neglect and
general unkindness. His wife was the
only beauty among the Bavarian royal
women. Many of the young German
princesses are pretty, but quite inane.
Princess Rupprecht had a dark, spirited
face, full of intelligence but tragic #nd
sad. Her unhappy story was quite
well known in Munich and the subject
of constant talk and indignation. Men
liked Rupprecht, he was 100 per cent
male, and a “good fellow,” but no wo-
man defended him. As a husband he
was below even the German standard.
As an example of the delightful life that
royal women lead, Princess Rupprecht
told my Swedish masseuse that never
in her life had she known a single per-
son that she wanted to know; that if
she had been permitted to enjoy normal
health the Intolerable ennul of her ex-
{stence would have been enough to kill
her, Crown Prinee Rupprecht, by the
way, belleves that he Is entitled to the
throne of England through hils descent
from the Stuarts. 8o, when thls war
ends, he wili be disappointed in more
ways than one,

STEADILY INCREASED
OUTPUT OF COAL MINES.

The struggle for increased coal pro-
duction is continually gaining with prac-
tically every week showing production
increase, both in the anthracite and bi-
tuminous regions.

Anthracite coal production for the
week of August 81 was the largest:re-
corded during the present calendar year,
the output for the week reaching 1,806,-
121 gross tons. The increase over the
preceding - week amounted to 100,000
tons, while the increase over the
corresponding week of 1917 amounted
to 214,889 gross tons.

The output, as reported, does not in-
clude coal used at the mines or sold for
local delivery.

Of the total output, 1,202,812 gross
tons was of prepared and pea sizes and
603,809 tons of steam sizes.

Jones at Bunbery, P. E. L.

A returned vacationist tells The Times
the following about his visit to J. Wal-
ter Jones’ farm at Bunbery, P. B I,
about five miles from Charlottetown. It
is one of the best bits of wartime pro-
duction news of the year.

Mr. Jones has a fertile area of more
than 360 acres under cultivation, a rep-
resentative array of vegetable food that
would overjoy the most exacting eon-
troller.

Six acres of this land are in seed tur-
nips alone and the seed has already been
sold to a large Montreal firm, showing
the farmer as much profit as many agri-
culturalists make on a whole mixed sea=
son.

There are twelve trained helpers and
five farmerettes on the place and Far-
mer Johies superintends theif labors from
his automobile, whizeing first hefe and
then there over the éxpanse of land:

The farm was ploughed with a gang-
plough attached to a kerosene tor at
the rate of éight acres a day. In fact
by the trailing method Mr. Joneés culti-
vated, sowed, covered and rolled his
crop in one mechanical tion.

And this is not all. There are thirty
registered yearling Holsteins on the
place, a herd lovely to behold and love-
lier to own. A champion cow of the
same breed has produced a fraetion
above thirty pounds of butter a week in
a full fionth’s test.

Two hundred tons of hay have been
cut for farm use and for market while
fodder in great quantity is being heisted
into a towering silo, enough food for the
cattle for six months.

And yet some. Farmer Jones is a fox
rancher. He proudly escorted his visitor
to this department where 187 silver-
tipped black foxes gamboled about in-
side the wire enclosure.

Here is farming up-to-date, intensive
and a la wartime that does one’s heart
good to read about let alone beholds
Fruits, vegetables, cereals, fodder, seed,
dairy produce, meats and furs.
