riches. Politicians and soldiers, min­
isters and theologians live to an old 
age; doctors, he says, die young, and 
artists and painters occupy a place be­
tween the two groups. The well- 
known Dr. Bichat died at thirty-one, 
and Dr. Laennec, who studied tuber­
culosis, died of that disease at the age 
of fortyrfive.

“What' is the future of longevity ?” 
asks Dr. Legrand at the close of this 
book. Must there be new miracles of 
science to assiire us a longer term of 
life? No, he replies, there are no 
specific for longevity, no rule or secret 
or regime.

“ ‘The sober, the wise, the moderate 
in all things are favored above the 
others. That is all, heredity does the 
rest,’ writes Dr. Legrand. In his book 
on the art of prolonging life, Dr. Huff- 
land put forth this excellent formula:

“ “The last word of all experience is 
moderation in all things. In a certain 
medium state of fortune, climate, 
health, temperament, constitution, av- 
tivlties, intelligence and regime is to be 
found the secret of long life. All the 
extremes, whether the too much or the 
too Httle, are obstacles to the length­
ening of human life.’”
