internal injuries.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT

MONTREAL, May 1—Headquarters
of the Canadian National Railways
gave out the following statement this
morning: “The locomotive and tender,
and mail and express cars of train
number 4, Ocean Limited, from Mont-
real to Halifax, was derailed at 12.27
a.m. this morning, one and a quarter
miles east of Levis, as the result of
several tons of rock falling on the track
from a cliff. The engine and tender
dropped down a 12 foot embankment
to the edge of the St. Lawrence River.
Engineer Joseph Gagnon is in a serious
condition from injuries. Fireman Kmile
Courtier was slightly injured. Both
were treated by Dr. Cupinot, of Mont-
real, who was a passenger on the train,
and were taken to Hotel Dieu at Levis.
No passengers were hurt. The train
was detouired by way of Carrier, by a
fresh locomotive, and proceeded on her
way. It was raining heavily at the

wime of the accident.”

FREDERICTON, May 1.—During
the last days of the session which con-
cluded here yesterday, the House adopt-
ed a bill which amends the New Bruns-
wick Power Act which virtdally sets
aside the recent decision of the Appeal
Court in connection with the alleged
interference of the Civic Hydro Power
Commission transmission lines with
lines of the New Brunswick Power
Company. The bill passed through the
committee stage and was given third
reading with little or no discussion, the
only extended remarks on the Legisla-
tion being made by Attorney General

Considering the pofitical intel-
ligence of the time, he said a
British victory could only “have
continued a struggle that must
eventually have ended the same
way,” and would, in the mean-
whilg, have exhausted England.

Sir Esme described how, stand-
ing on the battlefield of Yorkton,
he had felt thankful that “all feel-
ing of bitterness was forever past
between us.”
