The Peter* Lumber and Salt Company 
Assign*.

Manistee, Mich., Oct 16.—The R G. 
Peters Salt and Lumber Company made 
an assignment here to-day. No state­
ment has been given out, but the assets 
will foot up about $3,000,000 and the 
liabilities about $15,000,000,

It is the biggest crash in the state for 
many years, and comes from a source 
least expected. Mr. Peters was the lead­
ing spirit in a score of big enterprises, 
and was a baron in the lumber and salt 
trade.

The failure will be far-reaching in its 
effects. Meigs & Co., lumbermen ; 
Dunham & Co., and the Fifth National 
Bank of Grand Rapids ; James Keeland 
of Milwaukee, and a number of Mil­
waukee banks are said to be interested 
in the collapse.

The plant here has made enormous 
profits, but the outside ventures, as a 
rule, have been disastrous; especially 
those in the South.

R G. Peters owned 78,000 of the 80,- 
000 shares of the R G. Peters Salt & 
l umber Company, which is capitalized 
at $2,000,000, and whose last annual re­
port showed real and personal property 
of over $2,500,000 and credits of $142,- 
540, while the debts reached $610,573. 
Beside being president of the Peters Salt 
& Lumber Company of Manistee, Mr. 
Peters is a member of the firm of Dun­
ham, Peters & Co. of Grand Rapids.

EMNEW ORLEANS INFESTED WITH 
GANGS OF ASSASSINS. FOB

A Daring Police ChlePs Career Cat 
Short—Several men Under Arrest 
for the Killing—How the Enmity of 
the Mafia Is Incurred.

Nkw Orleans, La., Oct 16.—The Mafia 
has shown itself again. At midnight 
last night David C. Hennessey, chief of 
police of New Orleans, was assassinated 
at his own front door by two gangs of 
the Stopaila Gerio, a mysterious Italian 
murder society, which has existed here 
for years, and which has committed in­
numerable crimes.

The news of the murder has created 
the profoundest excitement and threat­
ens to have serious results. There has 
been much talk of lynching, and it is 
probable that if the evidence against the 
Italians now under arrest had been 
stronger, some popular demonstration 
would have been made against the par­
ish prison.

The
coYÛîtilttèd here—has aroused the peo­
ple of New Orleans to the fact that there 
is a society in existence pledged to 
kill any one who gets in its way.

In June a gang of Italian fororos lay 
in wait at midnight for another party of 
Italians, who had offended them in 
some way or other, with bullets. The 
authorities determined to put an end to 
this vendetta business, which was get­
ting too frequent among the Italians of 
New Orleans, and which has resulted in 
40 or more murders and assassinations, 
and vigorous efforts were made to 
capture the criminals. Six men were 
arrested for the crime and tried. During 
the trial one of the principal witnesses,an 
Italian, was assassinated. The trial 
resulted in a conviction, but there was 
so mnch perjury that the judge granted 
a new trial, which is yet to come off

Chief of Police Hennessey, who was a 
witness in the first case{ set to work to 
collect all the evidence m regard to the 
Mafia, the Stapallagieri and their Italian 
assassination societies in New Orleans, 
and to the numerous vendettas and mur­
ders committed by them. As there is a 
feud between the Italians growing out of 
the killing of the six men, he found it 
possible to secure ample evidence of the 
most sensational character, and he prom­
ised such developments as would break 
up the vendetta in New Orleans forever.

Hennessey was a man of phenomenal 
courage, and fearlessness, but he deemed 
it well, from the many threats he re­
ceived, to guard himself,tand never went 
without one or more officers with him. 
Unfortunately, he dismissed his body­
guard a few days ago, either believing 
that he could protect himself or that the 
threats amounted to nothing. The ass­
assins evidently knew this.

HALIFAX MATTERS.

The Napoleon Wrecked—A Desperado 
Captured—The Dry Dock—The St. 
John Four—Ban Over—Mining Ex­
citement.

Halifax, Oct 18.—Capt Smith R N. 
R received a telegram from Glace Bay 
announcing the wreck there of the 
government | steamer Napoleon. The 
crew were silked. The vessel will be a 
total loss. The cause was the fog.

They were armed 
with revolvers and blunderbusses, and 
stationed concealed in alleyways at each 
corner of the block in which Hennessey 
lived, so that he conld not escape. This 
was in one of the thickest settled j>or- 
tions of the city, but it was a dark, rainy 
night, and no one was abroad.

It was near midnight when Henn 
started home. He turned the corner, 
and as he came under the blaze of the 
electric light the assassins opened on 

volley from an alleyway. 
Hennessey must have been wounded at 
the first fire; but he stood his ground, 
drew his revolver and fired at his assail­
ants. They replied, and 20 or more shots 
were fired. - An officer heaed- them and 
ran to Hennessey’s aid, only to be him­
self shot in the ear.

When Hennessey fell, the men who 
concealed in the alleyway ran out 

and down the street, one of them throw­
ing away his gun. Four other men 
waiting at the other comer for Hennes­
sey, joined the fugitives, and the entire 
crowd ran up the street and disappeared 
in the darkness.

When relief reached Hennessey he 
was found fallen on the door steps. He 
was literally riddled with bullets. Both 
his lungs were perforated : another 
wound was very near his heart, one in 
his stomach, one in his side, and still 
another in his leg—six serious wounds

which had not penetrated the flesh.

The doctors at once pronounced the 
wounds mortal. Hennessey . died at 9 
o’clock this morning, He was rational 
to the last and declared that the murder 
was committed by “Dagos, 
there was no reasonable doubt, as sev­
eral persons saw the men who committ­
ed the murder before the murder, and 
when they were flying up the street with 
their guns.

A number of arrests were made, and 
the authorities think they have captur­
ed the assassins, among them the Ital­
ian from whose alleyway the murderers 
opened fire, one Pietro Mastero, a recent­
ly arrived Sicilian, who was suffering 
from a wound in his head. Three of 
the arrested men—Antoni Scoff- 
lolo, Tebostoro Jucardona and Antonio 
Bagnetto—have been identified as 
among the assassins. Other arrests will 
follow, as it is desired to get the men 
who planned and ordered the crime, as 
the actual murderers are recognized as 
merely hired bravos, or men who acted 
under orders from a secret tribunal.

Hennessy was only 32 years old, a 
man of undaunted courage, and the best 
chief of police New Orleans has ever had. 
It was he who some years ago captured 
the famous brigand and bandit Guiseppe 
Esposito, and delivered him up to the 
Italian authorities.

It is thought that among the murder­
ers may have been some of Esposito’s 
band, which was for years a terror to 
Naples and Sicily.
