Lake La Barge Has Been Cleared"df Ice

White Horse.

Navigatien is now open from White
Horse to Dawson.  J. H. Greer, local
dgent of the White Pass & Yukon Rail-
way Company, has received word to this
effeet from Skagway. The message was
sent from Skagway yesterday, and it is-
altogether probable that some of the
steamers had reached White Horse then
or possibly the day before.  ;

Last year navigation opened about the
same time, but this is ten days earlier
than in 1900. The river has been vir-
tually clear for quite a while, and sev-
era] steamers, including the Clifford Sif-
ton, ‘Bailey, Zealandian, Hootalinqua and
Casca have reached the Klondike metro-
polis, running from La Barge.

Lineman JLost Hold  While Working on
Quadra Street Pole.

Another telephone pole accident occurred
yesterday afternoon. While C. K. Bogart,
a lineman, employed by the telephone com-
psny, was working on a fifty-foot pole at
the corner of Quadra and Pioneer streets,
he lost hig hold and fell about forty feet,
striking a wire in falling, and landing on
his back.
