ARRIVED FROM COAST

ON THE QUEEN CITY

‘Was Six Days in Waterlogged and Dis—

masted Scbooser Now on Rocks
At Clayoquot.

Six days floating around on a stormy
sea in a dismasted, waterlogged lumber
schooner, with little to eat and no dry
quarters to sleep in, was the exceedingly
trying experience of Henry Bryndal, a
lost American
schooner Emma Utter, who arrived here
the steamer
Queen City shortly after 8 o’'clock last

sailor belonging to the
from the West Coast on

might.

Byrndal is a young Norwegian

of strong physique or he would not have

lived out tne awful trial which he has
Just passed through. He tells the story
of the lcst of the schooner and of the
disappearance of captain andother mem-
bers of the crew as follows:

“The schooner left Aberdeen, Wash.,
on the 9th inst.,, bound for San Fran-
cisco, with 560,000 feet of lumber. The
lumber filled the hold and was piled up
on deck fully nine feet. The tug Travel-
ler of that port towed us to seq, taking
us just outside Gray’s harbor bar. On
the way out the schooner struck heavily
on the bar, but we did not think any
damage had been sustained, and we con-
tinued on our way. We struck about 4
©o'clock. Two hours later a heavy gale
oet in from the east, and during the
night the vessel sprahg a leak. At 830
<’clotk on: the morning of the 10th the
hold was full of water. All the furni-
ture was floating around in the cabin,
and it was impossible to enter this part
of the vessel. Pumps were worked all
night, but the water came in faster than
we could keep it out.

“When daylight came we realized our
only chance of safety lay in fine weather,
We were about thirty or forty miles off
shore, and no vessel was in Sight. The
erew were prefty well played i The
wind was still biowing heavily Trom the
eastward, and the seas were running
#igh and were breaking over the vessel
most of the time. Small sails were set
#0 steady the schooner,

*“By this time only the masts were
standing, the main boom having peen
carried away during the early stages of
the storm; but the sails kept us up to the
wind. !An effort was tade fo save as
much provisions as possible as we hoped
that after the gale moderated the deck
foad of lumber might be thrown over-
board and the vessel pumped out. It
was found, however, that most of the
supplies were covered with water. Even
after we got them on deck the seas car-
ried them all overboard but a couple of
<cans of corn. These for eight men left
the prospect a prefty grim one.

“All that day the crew could do noth-
ing but hold on to fixtures. The storm
«continued for about forty-eight hours.

Night saw the situation. of the crew
amd vessel no better than early morning.
There was no shelter beloawv deck, and
all patiently awaited their fate. More
sails were set with the hope of steering,
but if was soon discovered that these
wcaused the vessel to roll more heavily
and ship more water. All the following
night was spent on deck. We were tired
and almost exhausted for want of food
and sleep. We huddled together and
spent the night shivering and in a most
miserable way. *

“On the morning of the 11th the sea
grew a little calmer for a few hours, and
we endeavored then to discharge some
of the deck load. Probably a. couple of
thousand feet were thrown overboard
when we again had to desist as the
weather became too rough to continue
woperations, The lumber, however, being
amsecure went overboard of its own ac-
«ord, and gradually all was washed into
the sea.

“All that day we had not a $hing fo
‘eat, There were the two cams of corn
deft, but none of us felt like . eating.
About' 4 o'clock that affernoon we
Saunched a boat, and Capt, Hansen and
six of ‘the crew got into. it. "1 was the

ogly-one léft aboard. K Before 1 could

joil the others my feet got capght in the
Fumber, aud for a minute or so 1 dould
mot gét ‘them out. By this time the
boat was away from the side of the ves-
sel, and it was so stormy the bodt could
aot get back. I was not very much dis-
appointed at not getting away with them
as I had no hope that the boat would
weather the gale,” We were then about
forty miles off shore. and the only
chance of them ever  reaching land I
think is being picked up by some passing
wessel. I couid see them until it grew
dark, but after that saw them no more.

“Half an hour after the boat left the
side of the schooner the main and mizzen
wmasts and fore mast head went over-
Board. This secemed to lighten the ves-
wel, and with the deckload gone she got
smore buoyant. The water then went
partly out of her, and I was able to go
down in the cabin for a while, During
.the night, howeverpthe TmM =~ ATOoSY
again, and I had to go ont k, where 1
spent the night. The next day fthe gale
subsided. The day proved fing with @
dight westerly wind.

“The rigging, which was towing along
side I cut clear. F could just see tile
sails /-of a schooner lying northwest
steering an easferly course. I had no
fwope of attracting her attention, but I
thought some other might come along
and pick me up. That day I spent walk-
ing buck and forth on deck. I could not
do anything but wait patiently. I sight-
ed land about 12 o'clock at peon, but
four hours later I could see no land. The
tide took me off again.

“In the evening” I went down below
once more and got a little sleep, the first
@n about 54 hours. 1 omnly slept for
about half an hour, but it refreshed me
greatly, although I was terribly cold. All
that night T alternately spent sleeping
and walking ouf on deck. On the morn-
ing of the 12th it was blowing a light
westerly breeze. I sighted land off the
Oolumbia river when daylight came, and
at noon I was about ten or fifteen miles

shore. In the afternoon, however,

tide took me away seaward again
out of sight of the land. About 8 o'clock
anpotper easterly gale arose, and the
wessel filled up with wwater again, and I
#had to spend the remainder of the night
on deck. On the morning of the 13th I
could just sight the mountains ashore.
All that day the schooner drifted héelp-
dessly about. ‘At 12 o’clock oni the night
of the 13th the weather moderated, an#
in the morning I sighted land once more
about three or four miles off Clayoquot
Sound. Every now and again I tried to
make a raft to get to shore with, but
would nof leave the vessel that day
although so close to shore.

‘and asked me what I’ would gis

take me ashore. "I told “them I had
nothing to give them. They then ‘came
aboard and took charge ef somecanvas
and tools, which they found in the cabin.
I promised fo give them $3, but not
until I got into their canoe, They took
me to Clayoquot. When I got ashore ¥
visited the provincial police constable,
and with him went over to the Indian
reservation and got the dog which was
with me throughout. The Jndians, how=
ever, would not give up the animal until
‘the police ‘officer paid $8. The dog is
mow at Clayoquot, but I intend to get
himr just as soon as I arrive i San Fran-
cisco, where the captain’s wife resides,
to whiom the dog belongs. The constable
arranged for-my passage on the Queen
City, and I came on to Victoria, drriving
here last evening. 1 will see the Ameri-
can consul this morning, and will report
the wreck to him.”

The schooner was still afloat when
Byrndal abandoned her, buf shé is now
ashore on Leoénard Island a total wreck.
Byrndal expects to leave for the Sound
this evening.

MET FRIDAY EVENING

The Victoria Board of Trade met in
special session Friday evening, President
Todd presiding. Tiaere were in attend-
ance besides the president and secrefary,
M. Gutmann, A. J. Morley, J. Sehl, T.
W. Paterson, M. P. P., S. M. Okell, Dr.
G. L. Milne, W. Walker, J. J, Shali-
cross, W. T. Hardaker, H. Dallas
Helmcken, Geo.

On _be-half of the committee on harbor
commissioners, Mr. Morley reporfed pro-
gress. The chairman, Mr. Redfern, he
said, had instructed the secretary. to
write to various cities for information on
the subject. - .

Gentlemen;—Your committee appointed to
carry on correspondence with regard to ioe
construction of\an all-Canadian line of rail-
way to the Yukon, beg leave to present a
second report.

The circular letter and resolution referred
to in their previous report was widely dis-
tributed, and a number of acknowledg-
ments have been received. Among the per-
sons replying are: The Rt. Hon, Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, the Hon. Richard McBride,
the Hon. Senator Templeman, the Hon.
Senator Macdonald, the Hon, Mr. Commis-
sioner Congdon, the Hop. Minister of Rail-

The' New- Westmfnister Board of -Trade
sent a copy of a resolution passed by that
body along the same lines as that adopted
by this board. The Atlin board of trade
also sent a resolution very strongly endors-
ing the proposal. The Vaneouver Board
of Trade replied that the matter was in
the hands of a joint committee of the
board and city council. The city clerk
of Vancouver sent a copy of a resolution
very strongly endorsing the construction
of an all-Canadian line to the Yukon, but
urging that such a line should be construct-
ed from Vancouver. These letters and such
others as may be received will be laid upon
the table of the board at a future meeting.

To the President and Members of the Board
of Trade:

Gentlemen:—Your committee to whom
was referred a resolution of this board re-
lating to the establishment of connection
between Victoria and a transcontinental
railway by way of Seymour Narrows and
Bute Inlet, beg leave to report that they
have met and taken steps towards ascer-
taining what companies have been incorpor-
ated with power to build such a line. They
also appointed a sub-committee to.corres-
pond with the Canadian Northern Railway
Company, the promoters of the Grand
Trunk Pacific and others, and another sub-
committee to get together information al-
Teady compiled and bearing upon this sub-
ject. .

These were received and the commit-
tee was granted an extension of time.

When the report from the commitbee
on aids to mavigation .was called for,
Geo. Carter said they had corresponded
with & number of well  known pilots
from whom replies had been received.
The committee had also interviewed the
senators and members who advised them
to piace their recommendations- before
Capt., Gaudin, the local agent of the
mharine and- fisheries department.
My, Carter then submitted the follow-
ing correspondence cumsisting of the let-
ter written by the comimittee and the
replies received:

!The suggestion” has been made’ to this
board that a light and fog-bell should be
establishedon” Trial Island. We will be
much obliged, -therefore, if you will kind-
ly communicate as fully as possible what
special advantages would be derived from
the light and fog-bell on Trial Island, there
belng Hghts already In thaf vicinity, viz,
on Discovery. Island and Brotchie Ledge.
We shall be much obliged if you will
make your reply as full as possible, as be-
fore the board moves it will be necessary
to be armed with the strongest possible
reasons why the suggestion made should
be put into effect.

The harbor master's reply was as fol-
lows: ¥

In reply to your favor of the 4th inst,,
I beg to state that I do mot wish in this
letter to draw comparisons as to the value
as alds to navigation, etc., at lighthouses
situate at 'some of the more prominent
points on the West Coast of this Island,
and a light and fog station on Trial island.
Undoubtedly the latter would be of great
service in the pavigation ‘of these waters,
as the light would show over an arc of
more than 270 degrees. It should, be re-
membered in this connection that in one or
two instances vessels coming from the
Straits of Haro towards the Royal Roads
and Victoria against a flood tide and in fog
after passing Discovery Island have been
set so much out of their course by the
tide, which naturally takes the vessel to
the port ‘bow, and runs very strongly here,
that they have gone ashore on the east
side of the island. Fog signals would un-
doubtedly have prevented these accidents.
It might be noted, too, that range lights
might be placed here so as to be of great
usefulness to vessels navigating the inner
channel during the night, as a vessel coming
through Enterprise Channel might steer to
the eastward until the lights were in one
bearing about N. by E. % E., and 8. by W.
1 W., which would clear Mouatt Reef and
Brodie Rock, and lead to the fairway
of Mayor Channel, or the range might be
on a bearing of about N. 3 E. and 8. %
W., leading through Mouatt Channel, but 1
do not- think this is to be recommended.

From the New Westminster ‘board tne
following was the answer:

Your favor of 22nd inst. received. Re-
garding the proposition of the light and
bell' on Trial Island, I must say that I am
certainly In favor of the proposal, as the
signals on Discovery Island and Brotchie
Ledge are practically no use when navi-
gating the inper channel. I would suggest
a Daboll trumpet instead of a bell, as a
bell cannot be heard far with falling snow.
It would benefit the ocean maH steamers,
besides being a greag help to the local mail
steamers, and small vessels towing booms
of logs and scows, as the strong tides
which always prevail in this lo€ality soon
set a’vessel-out of position, and when thick
weather sets in sud@enly the navigator is
anxious to know the bearing of this turn-
ing point, so that he can get the valuable
property entrusted to his care (o a place
of safety.

Altogether I cannot express myself too
strongly in favor of this light and fog
signal—the benefit it would be to all navi-
gators in these waters.

I have placed your letter before my
brother pilots and doubtless. they will also
communicate with you.

Trial Island is the p.ale we
‘'must make so as to get a departure for
Brotchie Ledge, and if it is thick, dirty
weather, it is very hard to.pjek up, and
sometimes endangering oursélves.

“The 'captain of the Charmer wrote as
follows:

In reply to your letter re light and .fog-
‘bell .on Trial Island, I would stdte that it
would be a very goed thing to have. Trial
Island Is a most awkward place to locate
in a dense fog:for vessels both leaving
Victoria bound up the Haro Straits round’
Discovery Island and coming from Discov-
ery Island bound to Victoria. Vessels
bound to Viectoria from the Sound, and from
Victoria to the Sourd (in dense fog) would
also find it ¥ery useful, as against a strong
flood -coming from the Sound a vessel is
very liable to get set too close in to Trial
Island. The horn en Discovery is not much
use in that particular case, as the ordinary
course takes them wide' of Discovery.. Un-
der existing ciréumstances, coming from
Discovery to Victoria and vice versa, we
have to steer a wide course off Trial Isl-
and and trust to distance run to clear it.
They would be good things_to -have under
any circumstances, but what is really urg-
ently required is an efficient fog, horn ‘some-
where in the vicinity of the outer wharf.
At present the only sound we have to guide
us- approaching Victoria harbor in foggy
weather is the electric horn on Brotchie
Ledge, which is almost useless, as it.can
seldom be heard at a distance of more than
200 or 300 yards, and very frequently when
it is.most required it is not working at all
The fog-bell on Behren's Island (Victoria
harbor- lighthouse) can only be heard a
very short distance; also:ﬁ_)e bell used at
the outer wharf. These fég alarms are all
particularly inefficient if there happens to
be any wind at all from the southward.
As you are aware, the only horns in the
vicinity are located at Race Rocks and Dis-
covery Island (both good ones), but there
is absolutely nothing to gulde a vessel ap-
proaching Victoria harbor ‘in a dense fog
from either direction or from the Sound.
In clear weather there is mo difficulty, as
the lights on Behren’s Island-and Brotchie
Ledge are sufficient and can always be dis-
tinguished from the shore electric lights
(particularly when there Is moonlight). In
fog, approaching Victoria it is particularly
awkward when the tide is running strong
ebb, as it is an easy matter .In trying.to
pick up Brotchie Ledge to drift past it and
fetch wup -around ‘Esquimalt harbor. =

A light and ‘bell ‘on- Trial Island would
undoubtedly ‘be a great help, but, an eln:
-clent .fog horn somewhere around the en-
trance to Vietoria harbor is really a neces-
sity.

KING EDWARD’S EULOGY
OF LORD ROBERTS

A\ppeared in- Army Order Which Has
Been Sent Out by His Majesty
Personally.

London, Feb. 19.—The royal eulogy of
Lord Roberts, contained in the speciad
army order issued yesterday evening-in
which King Edward took leave of Lord
Roberts as commander-in-chief of the
army, is commented upon as another in-
stance where the tact of His Majesty
rescued the ministers from an awkward
dilemma.

The extraordinary curt manner in
which the war office dismigsed Lord
Roberts deeply incensed the late com-
mander-in-chief, and this feeling was
shared™by the publie to such an extent
that it threatemed to lead to a serious
attack on the government.

The King’s first intimation of his dis-
approval of the war office treatment was
to invite Lord Roberts to Buckingham
palace, where marked attention was
shown to the field marshal.

This has now been followed by the
genéral army order, which was sent ouv
by’ the King personally, not, as usually,
through the war office.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

Johnny Carl, an Indian, ‘Also Charged
With the Murder of the
Two Japs.

When Johnny Carl, the Indian, gave
what he thought was material evidence
before the magistrate at Namu in con-
nection with the murder of the two: Jap-
anese at Rivers Ifilet in the summer of
1900, he did not know that he would be
committed for trial on the charge of be-
ing the -principal offender. ' That was
the result of the hearing at Vancouver
before Magistrate Alexander.

When Johnnie Carl was
arraigned before Magistrate ~Alexander
Jimmie told how the four had been at
his house, as guests, when Johnny had
given each of them liquor, Harry getting
so much that he was paralyzed drunk.
All were more or less intqxicated. After
tnis they had gone to the fishing grounds
and there encountered the two Japs,

All the draughts were found closed to-
day, and a lid in a pipe leading into the
chimney had fallen in such -a way as
to close the chimney vent and send the
gas info the hot air pipes. .
