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The papers which supported the
late New Brunswick Government un-
reservedly, as well as those which
were favorable to it because it so
readily lent itself to the purposes of
the present Ottawa Government, ap-
pear to be quite uncertain as to the
kind of treatment the Blair Govern_
ment should receive at their hands,
Some of them realise that the defeat
of the Hanington-Landry combina_
tion was final and that its effete ee.
ments can never be restored to politi-
cal power; others, whose inspiraticn
is received from members of the de
funct concern, or those in their con-
fidence, are led to hope that, when
the Legislature again assembles, Ot-
tawa influence will have seduced
some of the Government’ssuppcrters
from their allegiance to it. The
Tory papers of the class first men-
tioned, in obedience the all-powerful
doctrine and instincts of that politi-
cal school, are ranging themselves as
quickly as possible either on the line
of neutrality or on the Government
side of it, because they hope, there-
by, to win the favor of the dominant
party. The other class are also very
anxious to come over to the success-
ful side, but while they can be made
to entertain the delusive idea that
the efforts of their Ottawa friends
will be successful, they preserve a
hostile attitude and whistle the disso-
lution tune to keep up their courage.

The desperation of the members of
the defeated Government is as mani-
fest as their chance of recovering
their forfeited positions is hopeless.
Those of them who did not hold
portfolios have seemed to realise the
situation from the first, and the cheer-
less surroundings of their political
position have paralyzed any effort they
might have,otherwise, been capable of
making to recover themselves. The
late heads of departments, however,
being mainly of the class who are
easily flattered, have learned but
slowly how little of their recent im-
portance and influence remained with
them after the representatives of the
people forced them to vacate their
forteited offices. Men of genuine
merit and capacity for public affairs
command influence and
friends. The accident of holding
office makes little change in their
position in that respect, for as Burns
says,—

The rank is but the guinea’s stamp,

The man's the gowd for a’ that,

but the members of the late Govern-
ment, who have travelled over the
Province endeavoring to promote op-
position to their successors, must,
in the discouragements they met
with, have a mortifying sense of how
much greater their recent rank was
than themselves, and how thorough-
ly well their expulsion from power
is approved by the people at large.
To be unpopular is not alwavs proof
that a man or party does not merit
popularity, but to have been in a
position of public responsibility and
power and to have so miserably dis-
charged its duties as the members of
the Hanington-Landry combination
did, and then, when defeat came, not
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always

to realise that their unpopularity was
deserved, is evidence of incapacity
which puts adecided stamp ofapproval
on the late action of the people’s
representatives at Fredericton.

The late Attorney-General—al-
most unknown outside of St. John
and the adjoining County of Kings
—with no political experience and
but moderate capacity as a lawyer—
proved that he required a practical
lesson in the divection we have indi-
cated, by going to Charlotte, accom-
panied by the leading employee of a
Tory corporation in St. Johu, to in-
struct the electors of that Couniy in
their political duty. = Those who
know the late Attorney-General and
the gentleman who was sent to take
care of and instruct him, and are also
acquainted with the sturdy and in-
telligent party leaders of both sides
in Charlotte, will not wonder that the
St. John attempt at dictation was a
failure. It is no wonder that such
specimens of Tory intrigue disgusted
the friends of the party there and
that neither Benjamin Stevenson nor
G. Skiffington Grimmer could be in-
duced to oppose Surveyor General
Mitchell. Those gentlemen realised
that if such a party missionary us
Mr. Ezekiel McLeod was to be put
forward to teach them and their
friends their political duty, the soon-
er they washed their hands of them
the better.

Next, we had Mr. Landry on a
mission to Gloucester. He imagined
that by posing as “the great and only
Acadian” he could induce opposition
to Mr. Ryan and thus recover the
office he bad lost. His signal failure
is a lesson to him. He now realises
that the French electors of Glouces-
ter know whom to choose as their
1epresentative. He is now sensible
of the fact that they are not quite as
easily deluded as he believed them to
be, and that they prefer Mr. Ryan,
who has been their consistent repre-
sentative ever since they first joined
with their fellow-electors in returning
him, to any politician of Mr. Landry’s
stripe, who blotted his political
record by accepting office as soon as
it was offered to him by men who—
according to his own former assertions
—had insulted and trampled upon
the Acadians. If proof were want-
ed of Mr. Landry’s incapacity for the
position he held, it has been furnish-
ed by his imagining that he could

again go to Gloucester and trade on
he national prejudices of his fellow

taken the measure of his political de-
servings on his crooked and inconsis-

sent time. He was not long in Glou-
cester, however, before he discovered
that those whom he had expected te
impose upon fully understood that
his only purpose was t®make use of
them as a means of restoring to him
the office and salary he had lost.

We are also reminded
that ‘““charity should begin at home”
and, although we have, in the not re
mote past, been made to feel that the
doctrine has not prevailed at all times
in Northumberland, we will leave
Mr. Landry’s failure in Gloucester as
our closing illustration of the fact
that the late Government not only
went down with the full approval of
the people, but, that its leading mem-
bers were so incapable that they were
oabliged to travel to the different con-
stituencies to learn how despised they
really were when stripped of the
tinsel of office.

Mr. Mitchell, in moving that the peti-
tion of the Quoddy River Driving and
Boom Company be now received and re-
f:rred to the Committee on Standing
O.:ders,+said : The rcason I make this
motion is, that the Local Governments of
t e different Provinces, more particulerly
the Province of Nuw Brunswick. in which
this Company exists, have, ever since
Confederation, and prior thereto, exercised
the right of granting charters for the boom.
ing of navigable rivers. It was believed
tiey had that right; they had granted
these charters before Counfederation, and
therc are fifty or sixty of these booming
companies throughout the Province in that
position. The first occasion on which the
right of the Local Legislature to grant
these churters bas ever been questioned,
recently occurred, and the matter is now
before the Supreme Court. It was dis
covered, from the intitnation given by the
Judges during the argument, that there is
little doubt the decision of the Court will
be adverse to the right of the Local Legis.
lature to grant these charters. The result
wi:l be that hundreds of millions of feet of
lumber, which will in a few wecks be
floated down the rivers, will be at the
mercy of any one who chooses, from mali-
cious or other motives, to go and cut those
buoms away. 1Itis for this reason that,
late as it is, and although it is beyond the
limit set for the reception of these peti-
tions, it has become nccessary for these
gentlemen to come to this House and ask
it to consider the emergency that has
arisen.

Bill of this kind before the House, leaving
the parties who are deeply interested in it
no chance to protect themselves.

Mr. Mitchell. What the hon. gentle-
man states is quite true. Persons repre-
senting this boom interest did come to
Ottawa, and all the members of New
Bruuswick were consulted about it. The
unaunimous opinion of the members from
New Brunswick who met in caucus on the
subject was, that a committee should wait
on the Government to suggest that some
general measure should be introduced in
order to relieve public claims which were
likely to swffer by the charters being de-
clared illegal. We kuow that Govern-
ments are proverbially slow. We are not
at all sure the Government will take this
matter up, although they have it en deli-
bere.

What we say, and what we have a right
to ask this House, is, that as a crisis has
arisen, and as this Company’s property is
threatened, this House should take the
matter into consideration, especially as it
is probable that the decision of the Court
will be adverse to the legality of their
It would, therefore, be the
greatest folly to wait any longer in tle
hope that the decision of the Court willle
in their favor. They come here asking
this House to prevent a great loss, and it
will be quite open to my hon. fiiend and
the hon. gentleman who raised this ques.

Ano?;her Fonian Outrage.

Loxpoy, March 15.

A terrific gas explosion occurred in the
Local Government Board office, West-
minister, at nine o’clock to-night, destroy-
ing much property. The report was heard
in the House of Commons, and caused
alarm. The concussion was so great that
it shook the side galleries and the report-
ers’ gallery. No one was hurt,

The explosion was undoubtedly the
work of Fenians. The adjacent streets are
filled with myriads of fragments of glass,
and heavy plate glass is lying in heaps on
the ground. A stome, weighing ©200
pounds, was projected against the King
street police stations, making a hole the
size of a man’s head. Nothing will be
allowed to be touched until an inquiry is
made to-day. The full extent of the
damage cannot be estimated until day-
light. Five hundred constables are guard-
ing the scene. The building has the ap-
pearance of having been bombarded.
There is a deep trench ten feet by three
in dimensions in one room, the floor hav-
ing been literally ploughed up. Two
children sleeping in a house at the corner
of King street were thrown from their
beds by the force of the explusion and
their faces badly cuf. They were rescued
and taken to the police station. Every
pane of glass in the yiciaity was shatter-
i (New York “derald” cable despatch )

Loxvox, March 16,

There was an enormous crowd gathered
this morning at the scene of the explosion
in the Local Government Board offices in
Westminster. A govenment inspector has
made au cxumina!'@n of the portion of the
building damaged by the explosion and
places the loss at £4,000. The vessel
which contained the explosive material
was thought to have been placed in the
cellir of the Local Government Boara
offices, but a later and closer inspection
showed that the explosion occurred from
tae outside of the building.

SCENE OF HAVOC.

The scene almost defies description, the
neighborhicod presenting the avbpearance
of a bombardment. At the spot where
the infernal machines are supposed to have
been placed, the-destruction of masonry
was very great. The coping round the
window balustrades in front was hurled
into the middle of Charles street, which
runs on the south side of the building,
where it lay a crumbling, powdered mae=.
The room adjoining was knocked to
picces and the furniture broken. The
cascments throughout the whole side
of the block were blown out and the blinds
The Duke of
Cambridge visited the scene this afternoon.
The damage in the surrounding locality
is chiefly confined to broken windows,
which completely litter the streets with
fragments of glass for a distance of 200
yards, The police rigidly guard the en-
trance to Charles street, and bar the pub-
lic from the approaches. The whole scene
and the state of public feeling recalls to
mind the Clerkenwell outrage. The exe
citement is intense.
