AT CANTERBURY.

Funeral of the Late Dr. Benson,
Primate of All England,

Whose Death Aroused the Sympathy
of the British Nation, Irrespec-
peetive of Seet or Creed.

Kot Sinee the keformatlon Has a Ceremony
More Impressive Been Witnessed in
the Metropolitan Cathedral.
e

(London Standard, Oct. 17.)
Not since the Reformation has the

} Metropolitan Cathedral witnessed 4

ceremony more striking in beauty and
impressiveness than that with. which

yesterday. After Westminster Abbey,
there is no church whose history and
traditions are more closely " inter-
woven “with our national and reli-
gious life, The tombs of most of tha
archbishops down: to the ‘'time of
Henry VIII. are within these . conse-:
crated walls. It is “the earliest monu-
ament .of the union of church. and
state,” and is hallowed by memories
of the martyrdom 48 well as of:the
triumph of many who preceded : Dr,
Benson in the chair of Saint Augus-
tine. There was, consequently, pecu-
liar fitness in this choice of a sepul-
chre and in: this resumption of a tradi-
tion that hes remained in abeyance for
more than &wo. centuries. -
Bntering the cathedral shoftly be-
fore 8 o’clock yesterday morning, ane
saw only two evidences of an event
which has aroused the sympathy of
the whole mation, irrespective of sect
or creed. Between the massive stone
arches that divide_the naive from the
northwest tower was an. open wvault,
shallow and brick-lined, while away.
in the distance, before the high altar,
lay a coffin covered with a white pall.
Presently, “Bell Harry” began to toll,
and earers, lifting ghe coffin upon
their shoulders, carried it down mum-
erous sieps to the transept of the
Martyrdom. Here, upon the hard Caen
stone, memorable as the -sgéne of
Thomas @ Becket’s murder, ¢hey de-
posited their burden. To. the soft,
silvery light that streams throtigh the
great window whence Becket him-
self looks down_ was added the fiick-
ering flame ‘of candles placed round
the coffin.
