or delicatessen stand. The degree of 
danger from some of these sources and 
from many others which might be in­
cluded in the enumeration is perhaps 
rather insignificant, but the environ­
ment of civilizatlon-in-transit forces 
us to the ordeal of poison as does the 
barbarism of some primitive races. It 
is a question of resisting the combined 
attacks from many sources, 
enough, contlnuéd long enough, and 
any one of us is bound to succumb.

Fortunately the infection of tuber­
culosis is not so very intense. Yet from 
our present knowledge we can say that 
it is intense enough so that all of the 
tuberculosis and consumption we have 
Is due to infection; and so that in the 
small population of the State of Maine 
6,000 or more persons all the time are 
suffering with tuberculosis, and a thou­
sand or so of our own people, mostly 
in youth or in the prime of life, when 
we need them the most, are swept 
away, or are ground away in that re­
lentless endemic mill of the most 
ruthless of plagues. That means, ap­
plying it to the whole of New Eng­
land, that, the year in and the year 
out, 100 persons every four days fall 
victims to this fate which we should 
no longer consider unavoidable. There 
is here abundant field for the efforts of 
state and private philanthropy. There 
is no question of good results. But, 
divesting ourselves for the moment of 
the higher attributes of our nature, is 
it worth the game—the labor and the 
expense?

This malady in its many types as 
usual dominates all the others and de­
serves its title, the Great White Plague, 
and though much can be done and is 
being done by the sanatorium, and by 
public discussion, yet I would suggest 
that, as with other diseases, the public 
school be made use of as the public 
eductator to a greater extent than It 
is. I recognize the fact that now it is 
being very largely used, and no doubt 
In time it will be able to fulfil its mis­
sion.

I take th^ liberty of making a lengthy 
quotation from the Maine, U. S., Bulle­
tin on this subject, because it is not 
only a good presentation of it, but it 
applies equally to Nova Scotia and 
Canada as to Maine, snd as the educa­
tion of the public is of paramount im­
portance. This may serve as an aid, 
as it tends to dissipate so many false 
notions that have for long prevailed, 
and is quite “un-to-date."

“There are tvre useful lines of work 
open to us. The first is to teach the 
public those vital facts that tuber­
culosis or consumption is preventable 
and that it is curable." Second, to fur­
nish means of cure.

In Nova Scotia the provincial board 
of health, amongst others, printed and 
distributed a circular (1893)\ on the 
-Prevention of Tuberculosis, and tjie 
provîntes.! government has established 
в sanatorium for its cure that is doing 
most useful work.
