Mr. Monk Advises Delay.

When the debate on the American
reciprocity tarify proposals was re-
ported on the order paper, ¥, D. Monk
rose to make a statement in this con.
nection. He said he desired in view of
the great number of interests con-
cerned in this important matter to
lodge a protest at the great, the un.
seemly haste with which the govern.
ment had asked the House to consid-
er this matter. lle was aware that
international courtesy demanded a
certain amount of caution in even
asking that time be taken, at the
same time it was proper that he
ghould ask that full time he given for
the Canadian parliament to arrive at
@ decision on this most important
snatter and to énable the members to
consult with the people who had sent
them to parliament,

The speaker wanted to accentuate
the fact that had so often been point-
#d out outside the House that thig
agreement. had embraced a far great-
or extent than had been expected
when the matter was first discussed,
The Finance Minister admitted him-
eelf in his speech that it concerned
the whole fleld of Canadian agricul-
ture., This was supremely important
to Canada.

The agreement also tended to in-
vade Canada’s forest and mineral
wealth, Another effect of the agree-
ment was 10 turn trade north and
south instead of east aud west as it
had been for the past forty years.
Canada had in the past half century
become bound together from east to
west. A vast sacrifice had been made
in the matter of building up roads to
carry her trafic and commerce in the
divections iundicated. Thus this ques-
tion also vitally affected the great
guestion of transportation,

Interests Built Up.

Mr. Monk reviewed the tradw and
tarift arrangements of Canada in the
forty years past. A new tariff had
been inaugurated by which interests,
large interests, he might almost say
vested interests, had been built up. A
new revival in trade had taken place,
for which Mr, Monk said the Liberals
ciaimed credit, but which he fndicat-
ed might have been the results of the
foundation that had been Iaid by the
National Policy.

Big Drum Of Imperialism.

The opponents of the agreement had
been beating the big drum of Imper-
falism, and had insulted the intelli-
gence of the people when they told
them that the acceptauce of the trade
agreement interfered with the loyalty
of the Canadian people.

ACCURACY, FMe would like to point
out to parliament and the country
that this was the year 1911 and not
1864, and it was idle to discuss the

Unnatural Conditions.

It was true that in the last half
dozen years of that treaty the produe
tion of Canada was stimulated, but
they had to remember that the condi-
tions were peculiar.

It was a tremendous problem to
build the scattered provinces into a
nation under the protecting aegis of
the British flag.It was a titanic task
for the four provinces of Confederation
to add three million square miles to
their territory, to build great lines of
transportation, to develop and uiilize
a system of inland waterways, to bind
together into ona Dominion the scat«
tered fringe-like communities, and to
conserve and develop natural resoure-
es of surpaseing Importance, More
than that, they had to allow jealousey
and prejudice and create a Natlonal
spirit. British institutions had to be
bullt up.

They had to do all this, and to do
it under conditions that would have
daunted men of lesser stout hearted-
nees. Mr. Borden reviewed the pro-
gress of Canada during the last forly
years, and claimed that the prospery
ity of Canada was now an assured
fact. Not the least worthy of mention
was the raising the standard of living
during these forty years, From his
own experience in Nova Scotla he
could say that there was no compari-
son between the. everyday comfort of
life at the present time and that en-
joved when he was a boy.

Satisfied With Progress,
“Will you tell me,” he asked, “that
we in Canada have not every right to
be satisfled with the progress wo
have made?” Since 1866 there had
beéen paid out of the treasury about
five hundred million dollars for rail-
ways and the Federal and Provincial
governments have to the extent of one
hundred and twenty-seven million dol-
lars more guaranteed the bonds of
various rallways.
