Although 
Sir Guy Fleetwood Wilson is a Free 
Trader and the representative of a 
"Free Trade" Government, his speech 
indicates that he is convinced that the 
adoption of Imperial Preference would 
be in the best Interests of India and 
that she should take her place in that 
movement. In England, among other 
advantages, manufacturers in the 
County of Lancashire would unques­
tionably derive great benefit. It would 
give the products of their industries 
better terms of entry into the Indian 
market and enable them to meet on a 
better footing the Increasing compe­
tition of protected countries such as 
Germany and Japan.

* At a meeting at Delhi of India’s Leg­
islative Council on March 17th last the 
question of establishing a system of 
preference with Great Britain, with 
taxation of Imports from foreign coun­
tries. was discussed. The subject was 
brought up on & resolution moved by 
Bir Gaugadhar Chltnavis, one of the 
elected native members. The debate 
which followed was notable for the 
practical acceptance toy the Legisla­
tive Council of the question of prefer­
ence into the field of Indian politics. 
A feature of the debate was the speech 
of Sir Guy Fleetwood Wilson, Finance 
member of the Supreme Council of 
India, and Vice-president of the Legis­
lative Council. His statements are 
regarded in India as an "epoch-making 
pronouncement," from the fact that 
Sir Guy Wilson was speaking as the 
representative of the British Govern­
ment in the Continent.

•Speaking to the motion Sir Guy Wil­
son devoted some attention to showing 
that the present economic position in 
India cannot be maintained.

He was supported1 by other 
Indian members of the council. Hav 
Ing served hie purpose of making the 
question of preference a future theme 
for consideration, Sir G. Chltnavis 
withdrew his motion.

This debate and the strong desire 
for Imperial Preference disclosed in 
the Indian Legislative Council has, 
naturally, been received with 
approval by the Unionist press sup­
porting the policy of Tariff Reform 
and Imperial Preference in the Mother 
Country. One writer makes the sig­
nificant statement that the issues 
dealt with in Sir Guy Fleetwood 
Wilson's speech "are the most import­
ant which could possibly arise with 
regard to the future of India and the 
British Empire, yet it has been entire­
ly ignored by the Free Trade’ press 
In this country which appears to have 
entered into a conspiracy of silence 
en the subject."
