friends of the Government and others
throtighout the Province an oppo
tunity to travel to and from the Ci
of Fredericton at. ‘he expense of tlie
Province .and w tout any apparent
results. 3

“Your Committee desire to cons
g;a;dlste the Government on the ine
Liease on the price of stunipage and
to fote that a larger revenie was obe
tained from this source than formerly,
and your Committee would furthes
desire to impress upon the Govertis
fiient the fact that the values of lums
ber throughout the Province are dous
ble what they were u few years ago,
and we are of the opinion that a much
higher rate of stumpage should be
exacted and a policy evolved walch
weuld sectire at least a certain degree
of permanency to the holders of time
ber licetises throughott the Province.

“With the opportunities that your
Committee has had, and which we
may repeat h only afforded a par-
tial opporiunity of examining the ac-
counts, we generally,_ that
there has been a marked mlvm\u'u i
the cost of contifigenciss of the ke
ccutive Government and the saluties
of officials in the Public Works Lo«
partment, which while in some casos
are justified, in other cases are absos
lutely unjustified, and the staff in that
Department has beéen increased under
the present GQovertiment to an extent
which ealls for the entire disapproval
of your Committee,

“Briefly summing up the matter, we
would desire to say that we believe
the Publie Accotnts Report as sub-
mitted to the Province during the
rast year is both unintelligible and
misleading, and as an illustration we
would call the attention of the Hon-
orable Members of the House to the
fact that first statement isstied by
iho Anditor General and which show.
ed a surplus of some thirty thousand
dollars, was under the examination ot
# chartered saccountant found to be
a deficit of one hundred and thirty-
four thousand doliars.

otif  Committee deprecate the
frineiple that was practiced by the
overnment during the past year of
cbtaining money from the people by
direct taxation and for Patriotic purs
poses and which was fn a large meas
stre diverted to the ctirrent revenues
of the Province,

“Your Committee is of the opinion
fhat the reports of the larger Depart«
ments of the Government should be
consolidated to save tinnecessary ox«
pense in printing, ete.

“In support of the statements hereiu
containad especially regarding tha
finanoial standing of the Provihee, it
should be borne in mind that the in-
serted statement which Is so far at
variance with that submitted by ths
Atditor General and shown in thoe
Comptroller General's Report, was not
signed by the Price Waterhouse Com-
pany who are - responsible for its
findings. An admission which is at
1éast caloulated to give credence
the findings of your Committee
