| THE ST, JOHN RIVER,

A Stiff Opposition 1o Be Made by
Lumbermen of Aroostook
County,

Proposal is to Divert the Waters of the
Allegash, a Feeder of the St John River,
Into the Penobscot--An American View
of the Situation.

_ There eeoms to be great excitement in
Aroospook county (Me.), over the bill be-
‘fore. the Maine legislature to divert the
waters of the Allegagh from the St. John
to the Penobscot river, of which The Tele-
graph :in recent editions has pretty fully
explained. .

The: Portland Press, in a recent issue,
has the foliowing remarks, in part, from
its Augusta correspondent:—

The bill is one to incorporate the East
Branch Improvement Company, and the
aim and object of the mew corporation is
to be the improvement of conditions along
the east branch of the Penobscot river,
so that logs might be driven with greater
‘facility. Now, the easb branch folks have
in their bill & provision which allows them
to aoquire the righte and property of the
Telos Canal Company and the Grand
Lake  Dam Oompany. It is along that
canal ;that the opponents of the bill say
they have located the wood pile in which
ig the nigger. It was back in the year
1846 that the Telos Canal Company was
chartered by the legislature, so long ago
that the statesmen of the present knew
little sor nothing about it, but it was not
long after the introduction of the present
bill that thers was a great overhauling of
the printed records of the doings of past
and gone legislatures. It was as the re-
eult of this inspection of the records that
the discovery was made of what might
be the effect of the passage of the east
branch bill,

A Jlesson in geography is necessary as
a prejude to the consideration of the main
question. Telos Lake is in Piscataquis
f county and is hardly large emough for all
the fame which has suddenly been thrust
upon  it. -Telos Lake communicates with
Chamberlain, Eagle and Churehill lakes,
which are the headwaters of the Allegash
river.. The Allegash flows morth through
Aroostook county and empties into the St.
John; The St. John forms a part of the
boundary between Maine and New Hamp-
ghire; More than that, it is used by the
ATroostook lumbermen in their business
operations, and so they look with appre-
hension wpon anything which would dimin-
igh the flow of its waters. Now, going
back:to Telos Lake, we find by another
glance at the map that this little sheet of
water lies between Chamberlain Lake,
which is a part of the Allegash system,
and Webster pond, which is a part of the
source of the. east branch of the Penob-
scot.: The old.Telos dam connects these
two ilakes and eo it also connects the
wateps of the Allegash and the waters of
the east branch of, the Penobscot. The
legislature was generous in 1846. It not
only gave the right to dig the Telos canal,
but. it also gave:to the parties who were
the canal diggers authority to maintain
a dam on the Allegash waters. In section

FAMOUS OARSMAN DEAD. -

Charles Ward, of the Once Champion Ward
Brothers, Passes Away, Aged 71 Years.

New York, Feb. 1—Charles Ward, fam-
ous as one of the Ward Brothers, the most
noted oarsmen of their day, died at his
home in Park avenue, Rockaway Beach
(L. 1) late last Thursday night, after
four days’ illness. Pneumonia was the
caueg of death. He was 71 years old. He
is survived by a widow, two sons and two
daughters.

Mr. Ward was born at Newburg (N- Y.)
whepc he received his education.. In 1852
he married Miss Sarah Penny, who was a
daughter of one of the first settlers of
Orange county (N. Y.) Mr. Ward was
one of five athletic sons, four of whom be-
came internationally famous as oarsmen on
Saratoga Lake in 1871, when they won the
world’'s championship for four oared
banges.

The Aroostook war,
whose veterans are still being pensioned
by the Maine legislature, was one of the
things which led to the framing of the
Ashburton treaty, for the main purpose
of that convention was the settlement of
the boundary dispute. In doing this, affer
it had delimited the boundary, it went on
to say that the St. John river, in certain
portions, should be free to navigation and
use by the people on both sides and bor-
der, and that more than that neither
party would do. anything which would
obstruct it or interfere with such use.
Now, say the opponents of the east
branch bill, if you are going to divert a
large volume of water from the Allegash,
which is a tributary of the St. Johmu, to
the Penobscot, you are certainly going to
interfere with the free use of the St.
John, for there is none too much water
there now at certain times of the year.

And so there is a buzzing of the hornets
around Telos Lake, and they may even
sting the government of King Edward to
take a hand in the game being played at
Augnsta this winter.
