Charlottetown, July 28—The schooner Lau-
rel, Captain Doucett, coal laden, from Syd-
ney to Rustico, was totally wrecked near
Tracadie this morning. She was caught in
a westerly gale, the sails were torn to rib-
bons and she was driven helpless on the
shore. The crew of four were saved. The
vessel was owned by William Moffatt, of
Mayfield.
