Fredericton, March 22—Before adjourn-
ment, at an early hour this morning, Mr.
Bentley made a strong speech on the Val-
ley railway question, urging I. C. R. lease
and operation and fair play for the people.

Mr. Bentley said the 'soothing voice of
the last speaker had nearly sent him to
sleep and as' he himself was getting tired
he would only make a few remarks. He
appealed to the house not to let party
feeling influence them in a matter of so
much importance to the -province. He
cotld mot feel very much inflated with his

. own position, seeing that he only repre-

sented a small constituency in the province
and that only. by the very small majority

He felt sure: that if R. L.  Borden were
prime ministér at Ottawa and in sympathy
with the provincial government no doubt
the comstruction of the railway would be
accomplished in a very short time on the
best terms possible.  In the same way if
the leader of ‘the opposition was. on %
other side of the house with -the present
. governmient at Ottawa he would be.able
to accomplish' the same things ‘on- equally
good terms. v e ok

At the by-election at St. John the Val-
ley railway wag not-an’ issue, and he had
novidea what his constituents would wish
hun to do, and while .each member repre-

missioner at Havana, warns Canadian pex

tato shippers that the Cuban potato mar-
ket has collapsed. The new Cuban crop,
he writes, was on the market, and the best
information estimates it at 93,600 barrels.
Though these could not be kept for any
length of time, they were being quoted
at from $1.50 to $1.75 Spanish gold per
100 pounds, or about 9 per cent less in
United States currency. These native po-
tatoes would practically control the mar-
ket for the next few months, although a
certain quantity would still be imported.
Brokers, so Mr. Kirkpatrick adds, found
it ‘hard to get buyers for Canadian stock
at present at $1.50 per barrel c. i. f., and
at that price it was ifhpossible to ship
them. There were no indications that the
price would improve.
