Stated Meetings of Session are held in the Session Room, on the first 
Tuesday of every month, at 7.30 p.m.

The Ordinance of Baptism is dispensed on the first Sabbath of every 
month, at the commencement of the morning service, and on the 
first Wednesday of every month, at the commencement of the prayer 
meeting.

The Ordinance of the Lord’s Supper is dispensed on the first Sabbath 
of January, April, July and October.

A Preparatory Service on the Friday immediately preceding each of 
the said Sabbaths, at 7.30 p.m.

Special Collections for the poor are taken up on the FRIDAY EVENING 
and Sabbath Morning, on every sacramental occasion, separate 
from, and unconnected with the envelope system.

The Executive Committee of the Missionary Association meets in 
Session Room, on the last Wednesday of every month at 7 p.m.

The Regular Meetings of the Sabbath School Association are held on ; 
the last Thursday of March, June, September and December at 7.30 p.m.

Stated Meetings of the Managers are held in their room on the second 
Monday of every month at 8 p.m. and in the church on the same 
evening at 7.30, for the purpose of allocating pews.

Women’s Missionary Society meets on the last Saturday of every 
month at 3 p.m.

The Annual Meeting of the congregation is held on the third Wednes- , 
day of January.
