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2. This assistance is intended for those
national persecutees who, because they were
NOT refugees on October 1, 1953, did not
qualify under the UNHCR Indemnification Fund
established in 1960,

3+ To this end a supplementary UNHCR Indemni-
fication Fund has been set up from which payments
may be made to national persecutees who were
detained in concentration camps, prisons or
similar places of detention for at least three
months, as well as to the surviving dependents

of national persecutees who have died as a result
of National-Socialist persecution, if the
applicants either :

(a) as refugees within the meaning of the
Geneva Convention relating to the status
of refugees, acquired a new nationality
after the end of persecution but before
October 1, 1953; or

(b) became refugees within the meaning of
that Convention after October 1, 1953,
but NOT later than December 31, 1965,
