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more, Perhaps that is why the music he wrote was the spontaneous salute to
the returning Canadian heroes of Dieppe who fought on a distant shore for the
security of their own homeland and all the homelands of the world. Calixa Lavellee

was & Canadian whose music, I venture to say, will live for all the years to come.
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
