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better can one serve the world than through

the happy bent of one's genius?

Genius is the spontaneous coordination, of

inspiration, aspiration, and execution, and re-

quires for its perfect development the finest,

most harmonious culture of the spirit, the in-

telligence, and the senses. Why not, there-

fore, so educate every one in the art of living

as to establish avenues through which genius

could free itself and develop to the incalcu-

lable good of the world? Genius must be

educated and supplied with adequate comple-

mentary capacities in order that it may be

saved from torture and frustration; and the

artist, that is to say, every one of us, should

be so educated that genius may emerge and

find an unobstructed vent for its purpose and

dream.
