]an-ely seltisli aims amon«^ her sons, there was an empii'e in the
young Dominion's loins. Whether or not that jiromise of her
future wouhl ever he realized dei)ended largely ujion hcv own
action, l)ut he was hound to say that it hugely dejiended also
upon the treatment Avhieh she received friiin home. Ke was
not there to talk politics, and that was not the ])lace ior that, if
he were so disposed. He would only say, therefore, that if the
English tliought it worth while to "retaui Canada, as a cornel
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api)anage to the British croAvn, then her loyalty should neither
he su.sj)ected nor relmfled. She should not he told so often that
Britain had not the .slightest wishto retain her a moment longer
than .she was Mi.shful to stay, hecause telling her that onlv su<r-
gested thoughts of going Avhich would never otherwise have
entered her head, and jn-ovoked the still more in-itating thou.rht
that ( Jhl Kngland vranted to get rid of her. 'When a Fein'an ni-
vasion had heen put down hy Clod's hlessing upon the ]n-oiinit
vnhair of her own volunteers, .she ought not to he snlyected t(»
the mortification of hearing the national representatives of
Jiritain eager to ex])ress thanks to other i)arties, as if they had
done the deed—parties hy who.se connivance or con.sent the
cons].irators were alloAved to aim, drill, march, organize and
start u])on their miserahle enteiprize, and wlio never interjiosed
until the wIk.Ic thing ])roved n/iom> and a failure. Neither
ought Canada to he nmde to feel, when Kngland got into ditti-
culties, that England Avas anxious or Avilliiig to sacrifice her in-
terests, with very little exercise of self-denial, in order to ]n-o-
pitiate that ])olitical Ahah, Avho, although his possessions Avere
already unwieldly, often cast a very loving and longing look
towards the ac(|uisitioii of Xahoth's vineyard. Tins' lie ven-
tured to ,say, not as a Canadian, hut as an Engli.shman in Canada,
and Avithal cherishing a most sincere and heartv admiration of
many things and people in the United ,State.s, also Avitli an in-
tense love for that inner America Avhich did not often come to
the surface, l»ut Avhich he had heen privileged to .see. He did,
hoAvever, Avant truth, and comfort, and petic-e, and prosperity,'
and confidence all round
