But being a
ready absorbent, sometimes, and especi-
ally in wet, cloudy weather it keeps so
clogged with water as to hurt roses and
other cuttings. Then again in  hct
weather, it dries out quickly, on which
account it requires close watebing, Now
for eome purposes of propagation, such
non-conductive materials as saw dust, old
tan bark or cocosnut fibre are better than
sand, because not poscessing its faults as
alluded to.
