PROCEEDINGS OF THE FIRST
GENERAL CONFERENCE.
OF THE
UNITED WESLEYAN METHODIST
CHURCH OF CANADA.

SecOND DAY—AFTERNOBN SESSION.

According to previous arrangement the Con-
ference met at 8 o'clock. After devotional
exercises and the reading of the Minutes of
the morning session, the debate was resumed
on the question of alternates. Lengthy speech-
es on this subject had been delivered during
the morning seasion, by Drs. Allison, Pickard,
Jeffers, Stewart and Green, and Revs. G. R.
Sinderson, Gundy, Hurlburt, and Hart, and
by Messrs Macdonald and Bowles; but, it
was evident, that there was still a great array
of speakers who were ready g|so to shqw their
opinion.

Rev. W. J. Hunter had moved a resolution
to the effect that the brethren who were now
designated alternates should be received as
members of this Geaeral Conference. He
could see no harm that could possibly follow
from adopting such a course. At present
everything was new and somewhat crude. At
another General Conference there would not
be the sama difficalties to encounter, conse-
quently theré would be no probability that
what was now done could be pleaded as a
precedent. _

Mr. Warring Kennedy tollowed on the same
side. ]

Rev. A. Satherland was the next who caught
the eye of the President, and therefore was en-
titled to the floor of the Conference. He said
at the commencement of his speech that he was
disposed to be thankful that he had not been
educated for a lawyer, and therefore he had
not the skill of those gentlemen who cauld raise
doybts and qnibbla on points of law until
everybody was lost in confusion.  Not having
had the honor of being a member of the Legis-
Jature. he was a stranger to the modes pursued
in Parliament as to the safeguards which were
to be found there. Doubtless it was neoessary
to have everything clear and distinct there,
where par'y feeling usually runs so high, but
in this Gen2ral Conterence, as he conceived,
they were all brethren, and no one would be-
mean himself so as to take advantage of his
neighbor merely on technical grounds. He
hoped the motion for the reception of the alter-
nates would prevail.

The Hon. Judge Wilmot, on taking the
floor, was greeted with loud cheers, He was
veally sorry at the course the debate bad taken;
be could not have thought it possible that such
'Y glrue body of men as composed. this General
Conference could have gone so far away from
the law laid down for their guidance; surely.
those whose duty it was to make laws l"IOUIll
be good law ohservers. He was astonished
gt the remarks made by the last speaker, who
had expree<»d himself as thankful that be bad
not had a legal education. It was certainly
glear that his reverend friend bad not been so
favored; had he been so favored, he (Julge
Wilmot) felt sure that he would have been a
tamous legal adviser, and would bave been
true to constitutional principles. Several who
had spoken oa the question now before the
Conlerence, had appealed to the sympathies
of the members of Conference in this case. He
conceived that such appeals were quite out of

- order, as it was the head, not the heart, that

must decide this question. There had been
‘,00 wmuch said on sectional grounds; he was
not there, nor was any other member of that
(lonference there, for the purpose ol mérely
advocating what might be considered as highly
advantagous to their own little Conlerences ;
they must take broader grounds, and nobly
stand forth and say: * Iam a Methodist of
this vast Dominion, and whatever concerns
Methodism therein concerns me.” The Hon.
Judge appealed to the Conference not 'f’ be
carried away by their feelings, but to let judg-
ment rule. )

At the close of Judge Wilmot's lucid exposi-
tion, there were loud cries of vote, vote; but,
Rev. W. Williams ind Dr. Rice made a few
explanations, and then the vote was taken by
show of hands, followed by loud cries of *‘ car-
ried,” * lost,” ** lost.” As both sides claim-
ed the victory, the yeas and nays were called
for, when it was soon ascertained that the mo-

Ilion was lost, as only 66 voted in its favor,
while 80 voted against it, consequently, the al-
ternates were not received.

A conversation then took place as to when
it would be most convenient to receive the re-
presentatives from other Conterences. It was
finally decided, that an open session of the
Conference should be held on Tuesday evening
next, to receive those honored brethren, viz
—Bishop Peck, of the M. E. Church, United
States; Revs. Gervase Smith, M.A., of the
British Wesleyan Conlereace ; J. H. Robinson,
ot the Methodist New Connexion Conference,
and J. Gardoer and M. Benson, of the M. E
Church, Canada. The session, which will be
addressed by such an array of divines, will cer-
tainly be one of no ordinary interest.

The President also reminded the Conference
that a Reception Tea Meeting was to be held
in this Church on Friday evening. Certain
gentlemen had already been appointed to make
the welcome speeches; these were Jobn Mac-
donald and R. Wilkes, Esqs.; also Dr.
Ryerson, &ec.

The Conference should, he thought, appoint
some of its own members to reply to those ad-
dresses of welcome, all of which, must of ne-
cessity, be brief. The suggestion of the Presi-
dent was accepted, and the following members
of Conference were so appeinted, viz. : —Rev.
D. Savage, Dr. Douglas, Hon. Judge Wil-
mot, [fon. Mr. Shannon, Hon. J. T. Roger-
son. The Rev. Dr. Wood to preside. There
will no doubt be an abundance of good things
{or the outer man, and we are sure there will
he *‘the feast af reason and the flow of the
soul.”

The Rev. J. Potts informed the Conference
that the Rov. Gervase Smith, M.A., bas becn
engaged to deliver his celebrated lectu=e on
** The Trial of the Seven Bishops,” next Wed-
nesday evening; an announcement which was
cheared again and again. Some other an-
ncuncements were made, and the doxology
was sung, alter which the benediction was
was pyonounced. and the Conference adjourned
to meet at nine o'clock, a.m. Friday.

THIRD DAY —MORNING SESSION,

At 9 a.m. the President took the chair and
gave out the 140th hymn, after the singing of
vhich the Secretary ot the Conference read the
55th chapter of Isaiab, and Rev. A. Hurlburt
led the Conference in prayer.

The Minutes of the previous session were
read snd confirmed.

Hon. Judge Wilmot read the report of the
Committee which had prepired the document
to be inserted in the General Conterence
Journal, authorizing the formation of the pre
sent Conference, with some slight alterations
was adopted.

Dr. Allison presented the first report of the
Nominating Committee, of which Rev. J. Elli-
ott is Chairman, and Dr. Allison Secretary.
The Committee recommend that there be the
following committees :

1. A Committee on Discipline to consist ot
twenty-one members. After some discussion on
various portions of the report, the recommcn-
dation relative to the Committee on Discipline
was adopted.

4. Committee on Missions, to consist of 24
members was next appointed.

3. Education Committee to consist
members.

{. Committce on Publishing Interest and
Book Room to consist of 2) members.

5. Committee on Sabbath Schools to con-
sist of 2, members.

The Nominating Committee asked permis-
sion to sit again, which was granted.

On motion, the Conference resolved that the
first name on each of the Committees shall be
the Convener.

Dr. Wood moved and DNr. Douglas seconded
aresolution, which was most heartily adopted
that, as the Rev. John Ryerson is in this city,
this Conference begs leave to extend to him a
most cordial invitation to be present at as many
of the sessions as the state of his health will
permit, and also to take part in the delibera-
tions of the Conterence.

Oun motion of Rev. J. Elliott the Rev. S.
Rose was appointed Treasurer of the General
Conterence Fund.

Judge Wilmot gave notice of a motion rela-
tive to & tune-book, in doing which he made
some good remarks respecting siaging ia gen-
eral. The Judge disapproves of the drawling
singing in public worship, and strongly con-
demns the mode adopted by many protessed
tune makers and publishers of music books.

At this stage of the proceedings the Presi
dent stated that Judge Wilmot is the author of
a song and tune called the **Star Spangled
Banner,” which has received great commenda-
tion trom His Excellency, Lord Dafferin and
Lady Dufferin. . The Conterence ultimately de-
cided that Judge Wilmot be requested to favor
the audience with the said piece of music in
connectiqn with the lecture of Rev. Gervase
Smith next Wednesday evening.

The following explanation from the Recorder
of a later date is required here.

Hon. Judge Wilmot, was, doubtless to his
great surprise, described as the author of the
++ Star Spangled Banner,” instead of being tbe
author ot a patriotic song, by some regarded
as analogous to that famous l_\;ric.

Prof. Burwash called the attention of the
Conference to the importance of holding a Con-
ference prayer-meeting. All were satisfied
of the importance of the suggestion, but thought
that for the present the matter must be post-
poned.

Oumotion of Dr. Pickard it was resolved that
the nominating and other committees shall meet
at the close of the present session ot Confer-
ence. _

Dr. Rice moved a resolution tor the printing
of the names of the committees and also those
of the various memb'rs, and the places and
times of their meetings.

At an earlier period of the session the Rev.
J. Lathern gave notice of a motion relating to
the publication of a hymn-book for the Metho-
dist Churches in the Dominion.

The doxology was sung and the Conference

adjourned.

THIRD DAY—APTERNOON SESSION.
Conterence was again in session at three
o'clock. A bymn baving been sung the Rev.
W. H. Poole led in prayer. Tue Minutes of
the former session were read and confirmed.

In accordance with a motion adopted at the
former session, the Rev. John Ryerson was in-
troduced to ths Conference and mide a short
speech which moved many to tears. The ven
erable man is row 75 years of age, and has
long held a conspicuous place in the Methodist
Church, in which he has often been entrusted
with positions of great responsibility and trust
[{e stated that he was a member of the first
Conterence ever held in Canada, of which, with
one exception, he was the only surviving mem.
ber. Mr. R entered the ministry in 1520,
when therc were many hardships to be endur-
ed, and there were no elegant churches, oaly
some very plain meeting houses, and of these
there were only twenty-one. In reviewing the
past he could but exclaim, What bath God
wrought ? Truly the little one has become
a thousand. [Ile rejoiced to think that some
at least of those funds ia the foundation of
which, and to the maturing of which he labored
hard, had become of considerable magnitude,
s0 that the present race of preachers were in
much better circumstances than their fathers
had been, not that he intended to convey the
idea that ministerial support was by any meins
what it should be. Though he could not labor
as had once done, he took as much iaterest in
everything that pertained to the charch as he
had ever done in his life. As a matter of course,
his stay upon earth could not be very lang, but
the futyre bad no gloom for him, he was joyful
through hope, and he had no doubt but that he
would soon be welcomed to heaven, by Case
and others who had gone there before him. He
prayed that all this Conference might meet him
in the better world. In conclusion, he exhort-
ed the young m2n, especially, to be faithful,
and prayed that a richer baptism might fall upon
the Ohurch than they had ever yet experienced.
The Nominating Committee presented their
report No. 2, in which they recommend the fol -
lowing Committees in addition to thase alveady
anno unced ;—

6. Oa church property, 11 members.

7. On Course of Study for probationers 8
members. '

8. Oa Itinerancy and Ministerial support, 23
members.

9. On the adjustment of Circuits jointly oc-
cupied by the Wesleyan and Methodist New
Connexion Churches, 16 members.

10. On Superanuation Fand, 20 members.
The Nominating Committee recommend that
where Standing Committees consist of more
than twenty members, nine shall canstitute, g
quorum, and in those of less than twenty
members a majority of the whole shall consti-
tute a quorum.

The Committee having thus reported, begged
leave to sit again. The Conference approv-
od all the above recommendations, and granted
the request made.

On motion of Dr. Nelles, Rev. R. Jones was
added to the Educational Committee.

Rev. T. W. Constable gave notice of motion
to authorize ministers to use either the Wes-
leyan or New Connexion hymn-books uutil the
next General Conference. Mr. C. also gave
notice of other motions relative to the funds of
the respective Annual Conferences, and the in-
vestment of funds.

Rev. J. Potts announced the pleasing intel-
ligence that the Hon. J. Ferrier and Bishop
Peck bad both started on their respective jour-
neys, and were confidently expected in this city.
This announcement was received with great
cheering. Bishop Peck arrived last night.
‘Two verses, which the Rev. John Wesley
characterized as containiag his own religious
experience for several of the latter years ot his
life, were then sung, hymn 327, verses i and 4.
The benediction was pronounced, and the Con-
terence then adjourned.

FOURTH DAY—MORNING SESSION.

At 9 o'clock the Conference was opened in
the usual manner. Singing and prayer by the
Rev. A. W. Nicolson. Minutes of the pre-
vious session read and confirmed.

The Nominating Committee made a third re-
port, and recommended the following adlition-
al Standing Committees: —

12. Church Extension, 12 members.

13. Children's Fuod, 19 members.

14. Contingent Fund, 17 members.

15. State of the Church, 22 members.

16. Conference Expenses, 5 members.

On motion of Dr. Rice the name ot Rev. E
B. Ryckman was added to the committees on
the State of the Church, and that of Education.

On motion of Mr. J. Patton, Rev. W. Briggs
and Mr. W. Keanedy were added to the S. S.
Committee.

On motion of Rev. J. A. Williams the Nom-
inating Committee was instructed to appoint a
Committee on Temperance.

A lengthy conversation then took place as
to the propriety of observing a day of thanks-
giving for the bountiful harvest, which resulted
in the adoption of the following resolution,
which was moved by Dr. Ogden and seconded
by Rev. E.JH. Dewart: ** That a Committee
of one person from each Picovince ot the Dom-
inion, nominated by the President, to consider
the matter of a day of thanksgiving, and report
to a subsequent sitting ot this Conference.”

The Rev. J. A. Williams moved a resolution
relating to the ohildren of those ministers who
bave no claims on the Children's Fund. Re-
ferred to the Committe on that fund.

Bishop Peck was introduced, and addressed
the Conference in a brief and appropriate man-
ner. He said that he felt grateful to be here,
and hoped to be profited by listening to the
discussions.

Dr. Jeffers gave notice -of motion for the
Committee on Discipline to add a clause or
clauses, to provide for supplying any emer-
gency that may arise whereby the President of
Conference, Chairman ot Districts, and Super-
intendents of Circuits, may not be able to pre-
side at their respective meetings.

It was ordered that the Secretary of the
Conference shall furnish the Chairman of com-
| mittees a copy of all resolutions which belong
I to their respective Committees.

an evening to be set apart for hearing re-
turned Missionaries and other principal friends.
The Conference adopted the resolution. A
gravd Conference Missionary Meeting will be
held some evening next week.

Rev. E. H. Dewart stated that he had re-
ceived a letter from Rev. (i. Young, trom
which he understood that Mr. Y. would be
here about the 26th.

Rev. A. Sutherland presented a memorial
from the trustees ot Gireat St. James Street
Church, and one also from the Quarterly Meet-
ing, relating to the extension ot time ot minis-
ters on circuits.

Rev. C. E. Eby presented a memorial relat-
ing to the German Missions, which was refer
red to the Committee on Missions ; also one for
the publication of a German Journal was re-
terred to the Publishing Committee.

Rev. J. A. Williams moved a resolution re-
commending the Nominating Committee to ap-
point a Committee on Sabbath observance.

Rev. J. Gray moved for the Nominating
Committee to appoint a committee on official
correspondence.

Oa motion of Rev. J. Lathern an interesting
discussion took place respecting the Hymao
book now in use in the Wesleyan congrega-
tions. Mr. L. said that be loved the said
Hymn-book, but as there was now much dis-
cussion both is England and America. It a
new Hymn-book should be published, he want-
ed Canada to share the profits. There were
some hymns which might be omitted, others
which might be greatly compressed ; but there
were others which he would not on any account
leave out. Then there were others which he
would gladly add, such as **Just as I sm,’
&c. Some hymns were needed relating to
‘* working.” It it could be, he would like to
have one grand (I,cumenical Hymn-book. He
would have a select committe of the best musi-
cal talent in the Conference to consider this
important subject.

Rev. L. Gaels, seconded the resolation, and
said that be thought that the Ilymn-book might
be greatly reduced in size. He could not con-
ceive that there was any need to bave 1,200
bymns. Some of the classifications might cer-
tainly be improved, such as ** Believers Fight-
ing.”

Rev. Dr. Jeffers would like to have the cc-
operation of all the Methodist bodies, so that
there might be one uniform hymn-book in the
Methodist Churches throughout the world.

Rev. E. Holmes said that he thought that
all bymns of peculiar metre should either be
omitted or else the people be taught to sing
hymns ot such metres.

Rev. B. H. Dewart was glad to hear this
discussion, as it was well known that he had at
different times referred to it in the Quardian.
True, some of his views had not been univer-
sally endorsed, but several of the Methodist
journals on the other side had given expres-
gion to similar sentiments, He thought that
for the present, at least, they should have a
supplement published.

Dr. Rice was of opinion that this was a grave
subject, one which had occupied much atten-
tion in the British Conference, the discussions
of which he had read with profound interest,
and he was of opinion that, if that discussion
could be published for the benefit of the Me-
thodistg of this country, great good would tol-
low. Besides there was likely to be a great
tide of emigration trom England, and if the
people came here and found the came book in
use as was used at hame, nothing would bave
such a tendency to bind them to us.

Judge Wilmot said that for 25 years be had
been the leader of a choir, and in the margin
of bis hymao-book he inserted the dates when
certain hymuns were sung, and he found that in
some instances the margin was now crowded,
but that in others there was no note,” because
the hymn was never sung. Some hymns, such
as 12-8's reminded him of tall grass, on which
cattle cogld not feed. Ie thought 300 hymns
would be sufficient for all purposes. He want-
ed hymns to be inserted in a new book if pub-
lished, which they could sing both in the Sab-
bath-school and the Church, for he wanted the
children to sing in the Church as well as the
school. The Hon. Judge gave some thrilling
incidents on the power of music, and referred
to the labors of Sankéy and Moody ia Scot-
land, which were the most marvellous effects
at singing in modern times. He also specified
some hymns, which, though loag, could not be
abbreviated. As to solos aud chorus, where
would they find anything to compare with what
took place at Bethlehem 1800 years ago, when
“ Glory to God " was sung. He thought there
was both the one and the other on that ocea-
sion. He would be glad to do anything to
belp this cause that lay in his power, for be
only worked now for the Methodist public, and
for the best part of that public, viz., the chil-
dren.

The Nominating Committee were desired to
name a Committee on the Hymn-book.

Rev. S. Rose here stated a number of gen-
tlemen had for four years past been engaged
in compiling a Tune book, containing tunes for
all the tunes in our book, and proposed that
the choir should on some evening next week
give a practical proof of what they had done.
A rich treat will be in reserve for next Friday,
when the rehearsal will take place.

8.XTH DAY-—MORNING SESSION

As is generally the case at Conferences,
there was a small attendance at this first ses-
sion of the Conterence atter Sabbath. Seve-
ral of the delegates bad been preaching at
Hamilton and elsewhere, so that the session
did not commence till near 10 o’clock. Devo-
tional exercises, consisting of singing and
reading of the scriptures and prayer, by Rev-
J. Macallister, were first conducted, then fol-
lowed. the reading of the Minutes of Saturday
torenoon, which were confirmed.

The order ot the day was entered upon, the
first business of which was reading Repor's.
Rev. J. A. Williams, Secretary of the Com-
mittee on the Discipline, presented the first
report of that committee, the first part of which
consisted of what is known as the twenty-five
articles of religion, sometimes called Mr.
Wesley's Creed, which on motion was adopted,

As he,
the Bishop, was greatly interested in every-
thing that tended to the unification of Metho-
dism, he rejoiced that in Canada there was such
& growing feeling in tavor of that subject, and
be felt speeial interest in the fact that at this
General Counterence there was a practical proof
that some of the branches of the Methodist
family at least, were disposed to come to-
gether, and he trusted that the example thus
set, would be followed by others who bear the
honored name of Methodism. We are aware
that the present hour is pregnant with interest
in reference to the world's future. We are
surely to be greater and- stronger, now that we
are gathered. into one ecclesiastical body ; and
we know that the publio mind is to be most
bealthily affected by this union. Everywhere
he hears congratulations in reference to our
union; and any little differences which may
yet exist among us will soon disappear, and
soon we will think it almost incredible that we
were ever anything else but one. This Gen-
eral Conterence presented a very pleasing ap-
pearance, as in its midst are representatives
trom the parent body in England, trom the
Methodist Episcopal Church, North and South,
and also from what has lately constituted two
separate bodies in Canada, but henceforth to
be one ; heart beating to heart, and with a holy
chivalry we are going torth to oconquer the
world. Never did Methodism put ol such
noble mien; and we look on kindly at the
smaller branches of this great family, trusting
and heping that the day will come when they,
with us, will be one in®all that constitutes a
United Methodism. Bat thess things do not
come so much by legislation as they do by a
larger effusion of the spirit of our common
Master upon us. And when the -more abun-
dant blessings shall come they will long for
closer union with us. May the time soon come
when we will all be one! In the meantime he
had a dream on his mind —he would call it a
dream—and it was, that we were capable of
receiving & larger infusion of the true Metho-
distic spirit calling us to the formation of a
cosmopolitan gathering— making us all one
great Ecumenical body. He thought we were
grandly old fashioned over bere. Our preach-
ing was so pointed, with the grand old Gospel,
and our responses were so fervid and hearty,
that we seemed to be all soul.™ He admired
our soul-saving methods of preaching the Word
ot God, and our inspiring unison i the service
of sacred sang.
