McCulloch on tne eye were as fol-
lows.

Strong light
let  unexpectedly in to the eye is
damaging such as the flashing of
light by smal] mirrors, ete. First ruje
To prevent strong light. For first
few. weeks of a child’s life the eye
is very sensitive. Avoid taking very
young ehildren in strong light. Cases
oi blindness have been known by
looking atan eclipse of sun, Rasage
too strong and the eye is permanent-
¥yl damaged. As child grows older.
some ‘important points to remember
" mre-~Never give children small bright
beads, or toys or bits of fine sewing'
whieh invelve fine work. This is de-
irimental to eyes which also applies
to kindergarten work. As far aseyes
are concerned a child should not
start to go to school until sne or he
is seven or cight years old. Normal
eyesight, some important points to re-
member are, not to Jet any direct
strong light on the eye. To kriow if
€yes- are normal, examination can Le
done as well by tcachers as by e;c
experts. Avoid reading in poor light
by beginning to read in good light
then reading on unti] it grows dark.
Never buy a bhook with fine print.
Light yellow paper isbetter for eyes.
Position for reading is to allow light
to fall over left shoulder. Never read
lving down. Sitting mp is best posi-
tion to take. while reading with lines
of paper top

Sometimes
eye is imjured by getting wrong glass-
es. ‘Better to have examination by
eye expert to make sure of getting
right kind of glasses. Eye trouble

among children nmow is more preva-
lent because they do more fine work
i the present-age. In Germany much
more  eye trouble is known there.
BEye-sight (is sometimes Jost by get

ting a splinter in the eye from boys
splitting ' wood, ete., also by aiming
-Weapons in play. You can guard a-
gainst this by aiming cerefully. An-
other disease which is very, prevalent
amongst foreigners is Tracomea. It is
very contagious. Guard against this
disease by not using others towels or
handkerchiefs. .About five per cent.
of eye trouble is defect. im vision. An-
other thing which is sure sign  of
eye trouble is squinting up eyes, to
hold a book sideways, elc. Another
thing which is exceedingly serious is
being cross-eyed. it can be corrected
whem child is very young. By leaving
it to ke remedied for four or five
years 'is sometimes very gdifficult to
remedy. Headache is another Symp-
tom of eye trouble, pain about eyes,
ete. Diseases may affect the eyes. I
SCe every year or so bad results by
neglecting . to consult an eyve doctor
or oculist. Book with glazed paper is
also tad for the eyes by holding the
book so ‘that the paper glitters. Hold
it so as light will not strike it by
tilting paper. Avoid fine print.
