LETTERS TO THE EDITOR.
Increased Values With Depth.
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ORES, OF THE LE ROl

Gold and Silver Values the Same
From the Surface.

AN INCREASE IN COPPER

The Ore Enlarged in Siliciousness Also
as Depth Was Attained, and the
Pay Ohute Widened  Out From
Twelve to Sixty Feet. }

““An increased percentage of copper
and a slight increase in the silicious
character of the ore are the only changes
in the character of the Le Roi ore that

have demonstrated by increased depth,”
said Nicholas Tregear, the superinten-
dent of the property, last Tuesday- “In
the way of gold and silver values, they
have been practically the same from the
surface down to the 700-foot level. There’
seems to be little probability that the
future development of the property will

show any material change in the char-
acter of the ore as depth is reached.
Free gold is, of course, associated with
the siliciousness of the ores, and fine
free gold is found on the assayers’ sieves,
but I have seen only two samples of
visible free gold from the whole prop-
erty. In the west 450-foot level we once
found a piece of calcite that was fairly
resplendent with the precious metal.
Captain Hall, the late superintendent of
the property, picked out dozens of pieces
of gold with his pen knife, and then had
it assayed. It went $1,400 to the ton. In
the 500-foot level we found a bit of free
gold once about the size of & pea. These
two specimens represent all the visible
free gold that I have ever seen coming
out of the mine.

«‘One can take the iron oxides found
on the surface of the chute, however,
and pan colors without trouble. By the
way, the ore on the surface of the prop-
erty shows native copper, t0o, which
has never been met in the underground
workings.

““There is splendid ore on the suriace
of the Le Roi,” continued Mr. Tregear.
“One can get a $100 assay without diffi-
culty right from the very top of the
ground. In the early days the manage-
ment of the property shipped some
$17,000 worth of ore from an open cut
near the present machine shops. As
the rock had to be packed out on horse-
back, it is plain that it must have been
of very high grade.

“The surface cut from which the ore
was taken shows that at the grassroots
the Le Roi ledge is about 12 feet in
width. As depth was reached it stead-
ilv increased in size until at the 450-foot
level the vein reached the engrmous
width of 60 feet, and we stoped out ore
for the full width of the lode.

«“From the surface down to the 600-foot
level the vein was divided into three
distinct streaks. Nex# to the hanging
wall was the pay streak, where the

smelting ore was found. Underneath !pogit,ion of a

the smelting ore lay a large body of
silicious ore, and next to the oot wall
was a deposit of low grade iron ore,
carrying values around $5 and $6. When
I speak of walls, you understand that
I mean walls as they are commonly
found in this camp, where the ore and
the country rock are frozen together
vaguely. alls of this nature were the
rule in the huge chute in which the
main shaft is sunk, but in the Ridpath
stopes as the lately discovered west
chute is called, there are two walls as
perfectly defined as can be found any-
where,

“Down at the 700-foot level, which at
present is the deepest workings in ore,
the silicious ores and the iron ores have
given way to a solid body of
clean - smelting ore 28 feet wide.
Every ounce of the ore broken
down is sent direct to the smelt-
er. Itisimpossible to sort it. We are
now working seven machines side by
side in the 700-foot level, and the show-
ing is’ unsurpassed anywhere in the
mine,”’

Blackstock Denies the Story.
The rumor has been current lately
that the Gooderham-Blackstock syndi-
cate has secured an option on the B. C.

in Summit camp for $500,000. T. G.
Blackstock denied the story most posi-
tively last night. *‘I did not even know
of the existence of the B. C. until the
present story got in circulation,”’” he
said. Alex. Dick is back from the B.
C., where he has been conducting nego-
tiations, but he refused to say anything
about the result.

interest, and herewith submit mine.

Development and values as encount-
ered from the surface to a depth of 360
feet. On August 10, 1893, 1 found the
shaft 200 feet deep, with a drift five feet
west at the 100-foot level, crosscut 10
feet, width of ore 20 inches, values $14.
At a depth of 180 feet a drift was run to
the east 44 feet, width of ore two feet,
average value $20. A drift west 42 feet,
with no sign of mineral. The bottom of
the shaft was used as a sump at this
time. The ore was m red and
gampled from the bottom to the surface. |
The average width to within 60 feet of
the surface was two feet, average value
$20. From the 100-foot level to within
40 feet of the surface the ore was at
times a little over four feet wide, which
by careful assorting was kept at $35, but
when the width decrea the wvalues
also decreased, so that this place had to
be abandoned for the time being by
reason of the shipping limit of $27.50.
However, 200 tons of ore was extracted
from this point. After this ore had
been shipped came the darkest period
in the history of the Le Roi mine,
There were instructions from head-]
quarters to ship ore, and not a und of
shipping ore in sight. My one hope was
by continuing the east drift at the 200,
which I did and in six feet met with in-
creased width and values to the extent
of nine feet wide, with an easy average |
of $45. This continued for 33 feet along
the drift, when the ore ag#in contracted
to two feet and $20 value. This body of
ore was stoped upon 40 feet where width
and values were reduced to three feet and
$20. The shaft was now continued down
50 feet when the ore body was encount-
ered, iull width 15 feet, an easy average
of $60. The shaft being still continued
developed signs of an ore chute existing
on the west side at the 300 foot level,
where a drift was driven west in search
of and encountered five feet of ore, with
an easy assay of $60. This ore cbhute
was followed for a distance of 61 feet
along the level when it pitched to the
west. This body of ore reached about
five feet above the top of the drift, indi-
cating it to be the apex of an enormous
ore chute. At this depth a drift was
also driven east, which encountered the
ore body at 28 feet from the shaft, which
proved to be 26 feet wide, with an easy
average of $70; the ore at this point
was more sgilicious than above. The
shaft was continued down to the 360-
foot level when the drifts were in 10 feet
each from the sbaft showing fayorable |
gigns of the ore bodies, existing ony
each  side, being near. -~ Values in
the bottom of the shaft were $50, which
was not very good considering the
narrow and fragmentary nature of the
ore. This was the highest value I en-
countered in the shaft. By this time
the shipping limit had dropped to $14.50
and the Le Roi had passed from the
ranks of a doubtful prospect to the
mine, while the lower
workings were being thus extended the
surface received attention by having the
east and west open cuts develo from
which several hundred tons of ore was
shipped. The disintegrated quartzsand,

averaged $100, while the pure sulphides
would not average over $30, showing the
oxidized part had been concentrated by
nature 3% into 1. In brief review of
the foregoing it will be noticed that it
was possible to ship ore from the 300-foot
east drift under a shipping limit of $60 a
ton, and ore from the 250-foot drift at a
$50 shipping limit, and from the 200-foot
level at a $35 limit, and realize a profit
of $10 per ton, which shows that in-
creased values accompanied increased
width of ore and depth, so far as my ex-
gerience went. As regards native copper

SLOCAN DIVISION.

For the past three months consider-
able development work has been done
on the Buckhorn mineral claim, situate

The ore is copper and
iron pyrites, in a diorite gangue. An-
other y of ore has been exposed by a
cut 20 feet long and 10 feet wide, carry-
ing'an average value of six and a half
per cent copper and $4.13 in gold.

21 3-10 per cent, gold $6; ‘copper 12 per
cent, gold $2. Four shaits, averaging 16
feet, were sunk; out of these shafts
values as high as $24 in gold were ob-
tained; also various assays running
from one and a half to nine per cent in
copper bave been obtained from these
shafts. This enormous ore body must
be not less than 200 feet wide on the
surface. It has been opened up by
means of crosscuts and shafts for nearly
1,000 feet along the ore body.

Robert Denzler, one of the pioneers
of Boundary creek, has sold a quarter
interest in the Phcoenix mineral claim
for $5,000 cash. The purchaser is A. O.
Gault, one of the heaviest shareholders
in the Old Ironsides and Knob Hill
companies. :

The Rawhide mine in Greenwood
camp was bonded to Peter Larsen this
week for $40,000. Mr. Larsen is one of
the contractors for the railway between
Robson and Greenwood. Five per cent
of the money is to be paid within 12
days from the time the bond was signed.
The Rawhide lies to the south of tke
Snowshoe, and is considered one of the
big properties of Greenwood camp. It
is of the same character as the other big
Greenwood camp properties, The ore
vein is very wide and the values are
principally in gold and copper with a
little silver. But very little work has
been done on the property. An open
cut crosscuts the vein for 50 feet, and
from this cut values as high as $22 have
been secured.
