Jameson, the Decter.
Leander Starr Jameson, C.B., the 

new Premier, was born in Edinburgh 
years ago. After a brilliant 

medical university course, in which 
he won a scholarship and a gold 
medal, he heard of an opening in 
Kimberley, and for that distant city 
he set forth. Those who have re­
garded him as an irresponsible ad­
venturer, fit only to be the tool of 
abler men, do an injustice to his 
professional eminence. For years he 
was regarded as about the most 
skilful doctor in South Africa. Pre- 
aident Kruger, of the Transvaal, was 
one of ' his patients. President 
Brand, of the Orange Free State, 
was another, and a third was Loben- 
gula, the famous Matabele, not to 
mention Cecil Rhodes, who admired 
the doctor before ho began his 
friendship with him. When, largely 
through friendship for Cecil Rhodes, 
he finally gave up his practice, he 
was earning about $25,000 a year.

Missions to Matabeleland.

Dr. Jameson had met Lobengula 
and successfully treated him for some 
savage disorder, when Rhodes found 
his plans for the opening up of 
Mashonaland balked by the obstin­
acy and hostility of the- Matabele 
chief. In his difficulty he turned to 
Jameson, who gave up his practice 
and started into the bush to reason 
with Lobengula. His mission was 
successful, so he returned and re­
sumed his professional duties. Not 
long after this, Lobengula again be­
came difficult to deal with, and 
blocked Rhodes’ great colonization 
scheme south of the Zambesi. Once 
more Jameson laid aside his work, 
and, at the call of Empire, journey­
ed forth into Matabeleland. His 
influence over the bloodthirsty’ old 
chief again won- the day for Rhodes. 
On his return he finally cast in his 
fortunes with the British South Af­
rica Company, at the head of which 
was Cecil Rhodes, and soon distin­
guished himself by a successful race 
to Gazaland. Portugal was about 
to establish a protectorate over this 
important district, and had received 
Lord Salisbury’s consent to the

It will be observed that out of a 
total of 8,708 vessels, 2,165 were 
British, an increase of 90 over 1901. 
British tonnage has also risen to 
6,773,000 tons from 6,253,000 tons 
in 1901, and surpasses the former 
highest total of 6,586,000 tons in 
1899. German tonnage has decreas­
ed from 1,763,100 tons in 1901 to 
1,707,000 tons in 1902, and Ger­
man vessels from 511 to 480. Thus, 
the percentage of British vessels and 
their tonnage has risen to 58.4 and 
60.2 per cent, respectively, as 
against 56.1 and 57.8 per cent, in - 
1901, while the percentage of Ger-' 
man ships and tonnage has dropped ■ 
to 12.9 per cent, and 15.2 per cent, j 
respectively, as against 13.8 per 
cent, and 16.3 per cent, in 1901. 
There has not been any noteworthy 
change in the percentage of other 
foreign countries. These figures ap­
ply to the general total of 3,708 
ships of all kinds. If, however, we 
consider only merchant vessels, the 
British percentages are still more 
satisfactory, being 69.7 per cent of 
the number and 72.5 per cent, of the 
tonnage. German tonnage is 13.3 
per cent., and France, the Nether- 
lands, Austria-Hungary, and Russia 
combined furnish a total of only 11.3 
per cent, of the merchant tonnage, 
of the carrying trade with the East. 
These facts are reassuring, and show 
that the British mercantile marin is I 
holding its own on the Canal route I 
with seven-tenths of the vessels and I 
nearly three-quarters of the net ton-I 
nage.
