Such
fevered pork is not the thing to eat,
When hogs are fod all the corn meal
they will eat, one third of it is wasted.
If tarmers do not believe this gst a miero-
scope an'l exawine the excrets, and see
the corn meal in it undigested. It can
also be seen with the simple maguitier
of comsmon sense.—F. D. Curtis.

Sereerive A Fasiuy  Horse.—Among
the good points to be noticed in the
selection of the family. Lorse, dooility and
gentleness must be kept well in front.
If the women and children are to share
in the use and care of the horse, nothing
vicious should be tolerated, If sound
and previously well cared for, a horse
eight, ten, and twelve years old, may bb
bought with no fear of disability on ac-
count of old age.

Long sentences are the
more wavey, but not necasswrily mors
graceful. It is as easy for some writers
to form pavagraphs as thoy do sentences,
while others exhaust the patience of boti

tho editor and reader. A natural para-
graph is a homogenvus group of san-
tences, and it is irritating to chop theso
in hulves.
