They grow up in
continual contact with companions of a
like temperament, who encourage each
other in violating-both the moral and
civil laws, and their appearance in the
Police Court is not to be wondered at.

Then the prevalent reading of dime
novels has a tendency to arouse their
adventurous and evil loving propensities, !
for the stories in those novels make'
vice appear attractive. The ultimate re- |}

ractice some of the suggestions set
forth in the books, which results in their |
appearance before a magistrate.

To the two foregoing causes can be
traced the downfall of most of those
who have figured in white slave cases,
which have aroused the indignation of
the community.

A well known police officer has just
returned from a visit to several of the
large American cities, and reluctantly
confessed that not in any city he had
visited had he seen so many young
boys and girls on the streets as in Ham-
ilton.

Both Magistrate Jelfs and Chief Smith
have expressed themselves strongly on
the wanton neglect shown by some par-
ents in the up-bringing of their chil
dren, and a few days ago the Magis-
trate said the opening of the Hess street
playground was one of the best things
ever instituted in this city, for it would
have a tendency to counteract this neg-
lect. .
