The following is a condensation of the 

address on Composition oy Mr. A. J. 
Moore ;

Dow la Trarb UompoMlIloa.
Having had the same subject last year, 

he gave a short resume of what was then 
said in order to present the subject in 
greater completeness. The pupil's conver­
sation from his first entrance to the 
school should be constantly watched by 
the teacher ; every blunder, however tri­
vial, every colloquial vulgarism peculiar 
to the individual or the district should 
be noticed and corrected (for the most 
part) at the moment of commission.

An Index Birorum or list of the com 
moner errors in writing and speaking 
should be framed, and regular drillings 
upon these should be practised with the 
whole division. Grammatical reasons for 
the corrections need not be given at this 
stage. The pupils may advantageously 
begin such vino voce corrections as soon 
as they enter the Second Book.

The committing to memory of passag 
es of English prose or verse, characters 
ed by beauty of thought and felicity of 
diction, was adduced aa a most potent 
means of increasing the compositional 
power. The Minister of Education had 
made special suggestions of this in his 
instructions to teachers, and there was a 
complete consensus of opinion among lit­
erary men as to its value, either in ac­
quiring facility in foreign tongues, or the 
nicer beauties of our own. But especial 
care must be taken that such passages be 
suited to the ago and comprehension of 
the pupil ; nothing should be given him 
to commit that he cannot understand.

Transcription or copying from the 
printed page, was mentioned as extreme­
ly useful. Here the correction should 
be very searching, the neatness, the re­
lative length! of letters, the spelling, the 
pauses,the capitals,-everything should he 
narrowly scanned, and not the slightest 
deviation from the printed copy pass unno­
ticed. Fora great moral principle, a thou­
sand times more valuable than mere scho­
lastic instruction, lies in the execution cf 
such an exercise, viz: the habit of close at­
tention and conscientious care.

In reply to the question, how shall the 
meanings of words be acquired! the an­
swer was : The teacher himself must be 
the living dictionary for the school. 
Large dictionaries were out of the ques­
tion, small ones in the desire for brevity, 
very often define one big word by anoth­
er, leaving the pupil mystified and help­
less. The learning of Greek and Latin 
roots is of little or no utility, and should 
never be entered upon by those not em­
bracing a literary or professional career, 
Words after birth rapidly acquire figura­
tive and technical meanings which the 
roots can only partially explain. In the 
words, redux, reduce, reduct, demit, dis­
miss, demise, from the roots the meaning 
is either not apprehended at all or at 
best, but darkly understood. The true 
acceptation,then, of a word, must be orally 
explained, and this is why every (!) tea­
cher reads and explains his lesson in 
reading,before hearing it read to himself.

CLASS CRITICISM.

Pieces of English purposely incorrect 
in spelling, capitals, grammar, arrange­
ment, use of words, <V(‘,, arc put on the 
hoard and the corrections drawn from 
the class, tile teacher never volunteering 
a correction till everyone has failed. The 
letter should be the form of these exer­
cises for a long time, as in actual life, 
letters are the rule and essays the excep­
tion. After considerable"practice in this 
and a facility in correcting glaring blun­
ders in arrangement, <tc., has been ac­
quired, class criticism may merge into 
the

REGULAR THEME.
The teacher must here remeinber.that 

no person can write an essay on a sub­
ject he knows nothing about. A subject 
should be announced a few clays previous 
and then taken up by the whole class. 
The title is placed on the board, the tea­
cher collects the ideas (embodied in short 
sentences ; of the whole class. These are 
put cm the board correctly bv the pro­
poser of the sentence or by the teacher 
for him. One by one they ale drawn 
from the class, the teacher all the while 
giving advice as to their arrangement, their 
correctness of form, their fitness to the 
subject, Ac., Ac. Thus a stock of ulcus 
is made common to the class. The class 
either immediately or in a short time af 
ter, should be made to reproduce in their 
own language and style, the theme thus 
sketched out in greater or less detail up­
on the board. The compositions should 
be written in wide-lined books provided 
by the pupil for that purpose. This 
composition book should have a margin 
on the left hand side for corrections and 
remarks.

PARAPHRASING,
or English translation was the highest 
and most difficult branch of Composition 
— not necessarily from poetry to prose, 
but you might translate from one style 
to another, both being in prose. The 
difficulties of paraphrasing lay in the 
rhyme, the rhythm, the employment of 
Saxon words, the figurative language,the 
terseness and vigor which characterise 
poetry. The narrative poets were easier 
to paraphrase than the didactic and sen­
timental ones. Dryden and Pope were 
easier than Tennyson and Milton, be­
cause they were reasotiers in rhyme and 
employed fewer figurative and sensuous 
expressions. In fact, Milton and Shakes­
peare are impossible to paraphrase so as 
to give any adequate idea of the original. 
Ministers sometimes were said to,eke out 
their eloquence by this moans and wind 
up with a brilliant peroration, appropriat­
ed and made to do duty in this disguised 
and paraphrased form. But one old 
Scotch minister, on being accused of thus 
appropriating some passages from a poet 
not over-orthodox, enquired (pertinently 
enough perhaps) “What good is it else ?"

Mr. Moore then gave an example of 3 
different translations of a stanza of 
Pope's, the first with as few changes in 
the nerds as possible, the 2nd more Lat­
inized, and tlie 3rd still more so, or, as 
he termed it, Johnsonese. In conclusion 
he urged upon the teachers to cultivate 
their mother tongue as a noble heritage. 
A proper management of it could only be

acquired by some labor, but they must 
remember that few men gained any dis­
tinction without at least a fair proficiency 
in it. Let teacliora then be up and do­
ing and remember Macaulay'a encomium 
upon the English tongue :

“Lisa musical indeed than the lang­
uages of the Smith, but in force, in rich­
ness, in aptitude for all the highest pur­
poses of the poet, the philosopher and 
the orator inferior to that of Greece 
alone. "

The 
following is a condensed report:

History In Srlinnls.
Most other subjects oil the Public 

School curriculum have a place accorded 
I them there without any difficulty. It is 
1 often thought that history is not entitled 
to a place there, and even teachers of 
high standing sometimes say that the 
subject should not be taught in our Pub­
lic Schools. It may be useful then to 

| enquire for a minute or two, why we 
j think it should be taught.

It implants patriotic feelings. We 
I don’t want spread-eagleism in our coun­
try, but we do want a feeling of proper 

! pride in our past history, of confidence 
in our present resources and position,and 
of hope and trust for our future, The 
study broadens the mind and liberalizes 
the feelings, it disciplines the memory, 
judgment and imagination. It is . too 
often considered a mere memory subject. 
This should not be so. The judgment 
especially, is largely developed by a pro­
per study of history. It also helps us to 
understand allusions in current litera­
ture, e. 17., in magazines and newspapers. 
It also ' trains for the performance of 
political duties. This is very important. 
Our boys will in a few years be voters, 
and it is all important that they should 
know something of the country for 
which they have to assist in legislating, 
and something of the duties which must 
devolve upon them as citizens. It is also 
almost the only, certainly the best op­
portunity we have of teaching Christian 
morals, This matter is often.much ne­
glected. It is true that we cannot have 
direct religious teaching in our schools, 
but unless we wish a generation of in­
tellectual rascals we must do something 
to inculcate those general principles of 
morality on which we all agree.
«.The shortness of the time that we can 
devote to subject in school work adds to 
its difficulties. Other things, supposed 
to be more " “practical,” press upon our 
attention and take up our time.

Often, top, we expect too much 
from young scholars. History has two 
sides, a narrative and and a phil­
osophical. The former alone is suitable 
for children. Nothing can be better as 
a model for teaching the subject ill our 
schools than-Sir Walter Scott 's “Tales of 
a Grandfather. " If some equally gifted

magician would do tor Canada what he 
did for Scotland, we should not he so 
much troubled by complaint» of lack of 
interest in Canadian History. One of 
our first objects must he to interest our 
classes with a view to their future read­
ing,___The mere skeleton of history
studied in schools is ot very little good 
except as the foundation for future re­
search.

The subject is also rendered more 
difficult by the lack of suitable text 
books. Collier's is especially bad. In 
his style there is too much of an attempt 
at line writing for an elementary text 
hook. He is inaccurate in many places, 
v. g., in his accounts of the Reformation 
of the massacre of Glencoe, of the Habe­
as Corpus Act. The book gives too great 
prominence to wars, genealogies Ac., 
and too little to that social, intellectual 
ami moral progress which is the true 
typo of a nation. To take one example 
out of many. For the account of George 
the Ill's reign he takes eighteen pages, 
of these thirteen and a half are taken up 
with a description of the French and 
American wars, while voyages of dis­
covery, the struggles of Pitt and Fox, the 
establishment of cotton mills, the 
many inventions of the reign, the appli­
cation of steam to manufactures and 
navigation, prison reform, the establish­
ment of Sunday schools and of news­
papers. are all crowded into thirty lines. 
We must, of course, work with such text 
books as we have, but when the text 
book is so very defective, it is absolutely 
necessary for the teacher to be a very 
wide reader, and to supply the defects of 
the book tiy dictated notes and oral de­
scriptions.

In teaching the subject I would 
commence by «general description of 
the present condition of the country, 
and then tell something of what it was 
at some former time, and from that show 
how it developed into what it is uow. 
The later history o the country is more 
important, and the' -fore I would pass 
lightly and quickly over the earlier part, 
so that those who spend but a short time 
at school may be sure not to misa that 
part which will be of moat use to them.

I would strongly advise teaching by 
epochs as developed in the “Epochs of 
English History.” Some classification 
must be adopted, and this seems to be 
the best. It is the natural grouping. 
The connection of events is better seen 
in this way than in any other. For in­
stance, in taking up Canadian History. 
I would divide it into the following jier- 
iods 1st. Indian period, 2nd. Period of 
discovery, 3rd. Exploration and settle­
ment under French rule, 4th French rule 
—Royal government, 5th English royal 
government, lith Separate existence of 
Upper(and Lower Canada, 7th the Unit­
ed Provinces, 8th the Dominion.

In reviewing it is often useful to take 
up some special subject as religious 
changes, constitutional growth, exter­
nal relations etc., and review on that one 
separately. Thorough review iiabsolutely 
necessary

The crown of all our teaching on this 
subject should be a thorough knowledge 
of the present position, resources and in­
stitutions of our country. Our scholars 
should know w ho are the rulers of the 
Dominion and the Province, what are the 
functions of the Dominion mid Local 
Legislatures, and many other tilings of a 
like nature, and most certainly should 
be taught that we have a country of 
which we have a right to he proud, and 
for whose future prosperity we ought ail 
to struggle.
