O'Connor and 
others ;’ Ashfield by Reeve Griffin and 
deputy-reeve Girvm, and a goodly 
epinkling of ratepayers ; and the Wawa- 
noshes by councillors and Todd, Gibson 
and other well-known progressive resi 
dents.

Unless the township 
of Ashfield was benefitted much of a 
bonus could not be expected. Even if 
the road went to Port Albert, a large 
part of the township would be unserved.

The chairman summed up the srgu 
ments of seme of the previous speakers 
and stated that the consensu* of opinion 
was that railroad competition was badly 
needed to lessen the cost of freight. He 
then called upon

Mr D. McGillicuddy.of Goderich, who 
was satisfied that the large number pre­
sent and the live discussion of 
the question thus (*r was good evidence 
that a railway project such as that 
embraced in a line from Wingham to 
Goderich was of deep importance 
to the people of this vicinity. It 
had been rumored in this section that 
Goderich was opposed to a line from the 
north, but such was not the case. What 
was wanted by Goderich was’ railway 
competition, and no matter what point 
it came from it would be welcomed. 
There was a time when a line by way of 
Dungannon would have been looked up­
on by some in Goderich as prejudicial 
to the trade of the town, but that day 
was past. Now such a contracted feeling 
was held only by a few moesbacka who, 
entertaining such views, could hardly be 
looked upon as progressive business men 
at all. (Laughter.) We wanted to build 
the line from Wingham to Goderioh, and 
we wanted the assistance of every mnni- 
cipality and business place along the line. 
In return for inch assistance Goderich 
would give it» help to the intermediate 
sections. The charter which was sup­

Carlow. He plainly stated some oi 
the difficulties that lay in the way of a 
lige by Lucknow, the principal objec­
tions being the increased length, end 
the fact that the line from Wingham to 
Luoknow would he running parallel 
with an existing line of road. The 
state of trade in Goderich and the 
existing railway difficulties In the way 
of increasing the volume of traffic from 
the town were then taken np and dis­
cussed. In conclusion he pointed out 
that Goderich had undoubted possession 
of the field, snd even if the old charter 
did not hold, they had first place before 
the railway committee in Parliament for 
a renewal. Goderich intended to build 
the road, and the question for Dun­
gannon to consider was whether it would 
not be better to link its interests with 
the county town rather than continue to 
fight for the charter from Wingham to 
Port Albert. He had no objection to 
Port Albert’s getting railway connection, 
and when the line to Goderich was 
completed it would be easier to 
build a spur to that point, but 
he believed the interests of the peo- 
ple of this section would be best served 
by joining with Goderich,which was in a 
better position to give financial and other 
material aid to the project than any 
ether terminal point on the Lake Shore. 
The terminal point would be looked to 
for about a third of $60 000 stock re­
quired before the statute could be com­
plied with, tor it required money and men 
to build railway», and there wea a better 
chance of getting both in e town 
of 4,000 or 5,000 population than 
in smaller and leas influential plac- 

He instanced the case of the 
line between Simcoe and Port Rowan, 

hich was completed in about a year 
from it* inception, and stated that a simi­
lar live action in the present case would 
bear like results. There was no time for 
delay, as the application must be made 
at once if the charter was to be granted 
by next parliament. Joint action all 
along the line was required, and now was 
the time, or never. (Applause.)

Reeve Bryan, of Lucknow, believed 
by including Lucknow in the scheme 
better bonuses could be obtsined from 
the adjoining municipalities. He did 
not think it would be in the interest of 
the scheme to leave Lucknow out in the 
oold, and gave statistics to show that 
the trade of his town would be a 
(actor in causing a railway to swerve a 
little out of its course.

Mr W. Mallough thought after hear­
ing the explanations by the Goderich 
gentlemen that it would be in the inter­
est of Dungannon to have “via Dungan­
non," inserted in the charter. The 
Goderich gentlemen may have the power 
to act from the town or they may not. 
Inserting Dungannon in the charter 
would settle the matter so far as we 
were concerned.

Short explanatory speeches were made 
by Messrs. Butler, Proudfoot, Mallough, 
Somerville, C Girvin, Bryan and others, 
when the following resolution was sub­
mitted:

Moved by Mr John McLean, seconded 
by Mr B Augustine, that in view of the 
fact that Goderich is determined to have 
its charter renewed, and from ex­
planations made by Mayor Butler, Reeve 
Proudfoot and Mr McGillicuddy, of 
Goderich, and Reeve Beck, of Colborne, 
that they decide to co-operate with Dun­
gannon and other municipalities interest­
ed, aa soon as possible, resolved that our 
committee work with Goderich, thereby 
saving time and mqney, provided the 
charter read as follows :—From Wing­
ham to Goderich, via Dungannon, with 
power to build a breach line from Dun­
gannon to Port Albert.

The resolution was carried almost 
unanimously, only some five voting 
against it.

A vote of thanks was tendered the 
chairman for his able and impartial die. 
charge of the duties of his office, after 
which the meeting was brought to 
close by cheers, for the Queen.
