A HOUS® OF CONCRETE

The mansion of John H. Osborne, of
Audurn, N. Y., is on2 of " {L ¢ most re-
markabls dwellings in the world, says
th2 Architectural Record. The house
is of reinforced concrete throughout,.
and could not b2 burned up nor prob-
ably blown up by oth2r than a very
excepticnal charge of high explos.ves.
The structura is of an HEfizabethan
type with baitlemented walls, only “he
#neircling “plazza’—a concrale piab-
form wiih ‘a double roof of glass and
m2>tal borne on brackels—relieving iws
foriress aspect. The walls from top to
bottom are 20 inches thick, this ineiud-
ing, howsver, above the foundation a
four-inch air space. Thege upper walls
consgigt of four inch®s of Canandaigua
prossed brick on theexterior, then eight
inch2s of building blocks, then the
four inch air spaoc—heated in winter by
a lina of stezam pipe—and a four inch
brick wall. The whole interior struc-
turn is gupport4l . €N concrete col-
umns, that rig® from czllar toroof, sup-
porting th2 fleor platferms. The roof,
which is flat, is coveréd with asphalt
til>s laid on five inches of asphalt felt,
well gwaprel with asphalt beiween. The
heus? is furn‘shed throughout with
double windows, which glide in summer
into pcekcts in the four inch air ghaft
cf th2 walls. The interior partitions are
cf plastor becard set in grooves of chan-
nal sicel, and the decdraciqns are put
dircetly upon the plasier board. The
ficors have encaustic..tiles above the
cznercte, except in the kithcen, where
ook carpet js used. No wooden laths
ar? us2d anywhere, the ceilings having
bzea put on wire netiing and the only
combustabl® materials used are (he win-
dow and decor framegsand the wainscoat-
ing cf the dining rcom and lower floor.
On that floor th® wood is mahogany.
Th> brick of theexterior wallsis reliev-
ad by sllls and caps and ornamental
boitings of ‘“‘made” stone, the whole
house forming an enduring mile post in
th: mcdern use of concrete.
