BIG LOSS IN A 
TORONTO FIRE

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Building Owned by Countess 
Carnarvon was Gutted. Loss 

Covered by Insurance.

Toronto, May 5.—Fire on Saturday 
evening in the Knox Millinerp Manu 
facturing Company’s premises. East 
Wellington street, caused a loss of 
$145.000. Mr. Knox placed his loss 
at $90,000 on stock, which was totally 
destroyed. On this there is insur­
ance of $61,000 The building was 
compleetly gutted, but the walls are 
intact. The damage to the building 
is placed at $25,000. It is owned 
by the Countess of Carnarvon, whose 
Canadian agent is Mr. C. Czowski. 
This is said to be fully covered. The 
damage to the stock of C. Kloepfer, 
m an adjoining building, was occa­
sioned by tons of water pouring 
through the roof. The salvage corps 
did good service here, covering much 
of the perishable rugs with water­
proof. Damage by smoke was done 
to the stocks of Wm Graham Com­
pany (woollens).

STABBED GIRL TO DEATH.

Act of Spanish American War Veteran 
In Waterloo, N.Y.

Waterloo, N.Y., May 5.—Annie May 
Ruseel, an inmate of a road house on 
the River Island near here, was 
stabbed to death while seated at the 
dinner table in the resort today.

Sherman Predicts Coal Famine.
When seen yesterday, President 

Sherman stated it will probably be 
two weeks before all the men would 
be back working again, and even 
then the mines would be short-hand­
ed, as so many men had left the dis­
tricts.

“In any case," he said, “I predict 
a coal famine next fall. This cessa­
tion of work has already assured this, 
and even if the men were to go back 
to-day they would not get full com­
plements of men on the force for the 
fall."

Nearly all the operators have left 
for _ their homes, one or two only re­
maining, and they will probably leave 
to-morrow. On the arrival of Secre­
tary MacDonald to-morrow a district 
board meeting will be held first thing 
to determine whether the agreement 
should be signed or not.

Speculation as to Outcome.
So far the board members here are 

non-committal, not saying whether 
they will sign or otherwise, and a 
slight feeling of uneasiness still ex­
ists, although groups no longer con­
gregate on corners, and the excitement 
has apparently died down. 
Commission to Investigate Conditions.

The conciliation board meets on 
Monday and a report on the situation 
will be handed them then, which will 

^determine their future course of ac­

tion. If the men go back to work, the 
board will probably not sit, although

Ernest Thompson Seton is En Route to Edmonton From Where 
he Will go North-—Believes There is Sustenance for an 
Empire in the Unexplored Northland.

Winnipeg, May 5.—Ernest Thomp- 
son-Seton, famous as a writer of 
stories dealing with the hunting f 
wild animals, is in the west on a 
visit of great moment, as he will com­
plete arrangements for the most im 
portant trip of exploratfon which he 
has ever made.

He will be accompanied on the trip 
by E. A. Preble, biologist of the 
Smithsonian Institute at Washington, 
who will, during the six months 
which it is proposed to spend in the 
far north, pursue studies to which he 
has devoted his life.

Bound For The “Barren Lands." 
The ultimate destination of these 

gentlemen will be the barren lands 
lying to the north and east of Great 
Slave Lake. In order to reach this 
point the travelers will proceed west 
to Edmonton, and from there by stage 
to Athabasca Landing. From Atha­
basca Landing they go directly north 
to Athabasca, and thence by Slave 
River to Slave Lake. From the lake 
they will proceed by canoe north and 
begin their work.

The summer will be spent in 
paddling through a network of rivers 
and lakes, every opportunity being 
taken to study the ^conditions which 
obtain there.

Hunting With a Camera.
“One of the primary objects of my 

trip to the Barren Lands," said Mr. 
S«ton, “is to obtain- typical pictures 
of the wild animals which are found 
there. For this purpose I am carry­
ing with me two of the best cameras 
obtainable. I wish to study especi­
ally the caribou and the musk ox. 
It has been said that in earlier years 
tlie caribou ranged this country in 
immense herds. I desire to ascer­
tain whether this is still the case, 
and, if possible, to secure a photo­
graph of one of these great bands.

Will Study the Country.
"While this is one of the objects 

which I have in view during the 
journey, another is connected with 
the question of the possible future 
colonization of this great urea. There 
are hundreds of thousands of people 
living in Northern Europe, in a coun­
try which is in many respects not to 
be compared as a place of residence 
with the so-called Barren Lands.

Conditions in Same Latitude.
“Seven years ago I visited Norway 

and studied conditions obtaining 
there. On the high plateau of which 
the interior of Norway consists you 
will find a rural population cultivat­
ing little spaces in the valleys, not 
more than twenty feet squaie.

“Hay is cut from the minute 
patches. This will support a goat 
for a month. Every little patch on 
that plateau is cared for in that way. 
The barren lands of North America 
would be a paradise for such people. 
Instead of a little patch about the 
size of a bedquilt they would have a 
quarter section.

He denied this and produced corre­
spondence showing that he had writ­
ten President Sherman and offered to 
co-operate and do anything in his 
power to facilitate matters.

Sherman Denies Co-Operation.
President Sherman, however, still 

says the first report was correct. He 
admits receiving the letter shown by 
Mr. Lindsey, but claims that Mr. 
Lindsey did not carry out the promise 
of co-operation.

“It’s all right to say a thing,” said 
President Sherman, “but when Mr. 
has donated to thè new college. 
Lindsey does not do what he says he 
will, what is one to believe? That re­
port—’’ pointing to the one in ques­
tion—“is correct."

District Board Unwilling.
The district board has been meeting 

informally all day, but no results have 
been given out. It would appear from 
conversation with different people 
connected with the trouble that the 
district board has been showing a 
tendency towards not signing the 
agreement, giving as an excuse the 
absence of the members.

Sir William Mulock Optimistic. 
Discussing the situation to-night

Sir William Mulock said : "To-morro * 1 
will be the decisive day one way or 
another. The miners will not be aide 
to put off signing because of the ab­
sence of the board members, as all 
should be here by then, and we will 
see what will be done."

Although so far everything appears 
satisfactory, and everyone is hopeful 
for the best, Sir William realized it 
would not do to be too optimistic until 
after the agreement is signed, al­
though in an interview with Macken- 
xie King deputy minister of labor, 
last night, it was stated that the agree­
ment would be signed by Monday.

Mackenzie King Hopeful.
“The whole position is," said Mr. 

King, “an agreement satisfactory to 
both parties was arrived at last Tues­
day, and both agreed to sign, provid­
ing it was endorsed by the men after 
a referendum had been taken. The 
vote was taken on Thursday, and re­
sulted in there being a majority in 
favor of going back.

"The operators signed on Saturday 
according to their promise, but the 
miners say they have to await the ar­
rival of Secretary MacDonald before 
signing. I spoke to President Sher­
man and Board Members Patterson 
and Galvin about that matter, and 
all say they are ready to sign on Mon­
day, as these three and Secretary 
MacDonald are the only four required 
to sign for the miners. There does 
not appear to be much fear that all 
will not be settled.”

“ Barren Lands ” Not Barren.
“The barren lands of the north 

were so called not because they are 
really barren, but only because they 
do not produce trees. That portion 
of the continent corresponds to the 
part of a mountain which is above 
the tree line. They produce grass 
and moss without limit, but no trees. 
To the south of this great district 
there is a region of trees, also a very 
vast area. The line which divides 
the trees from the treeless portion 
of the country does not by any means 
run directly east and west. It is a 
most irregular line running across 
the continent and reaching the polar 
region at the mouth of the Mackenzie.

Will Be Colonized Some Day.
“This forested portion of the coun­

try, none of which is approached by 
any contemplated railway, can all be 
colonized, and constitutes the reserve 
portion of the Dominion, an empire 
in itself. Any country which will 
grow trees will also grow cattle, and 
any country which will grow cattle 
will also support man. It is inevit­
able that in the years to come all 
this portion of the country will be 
peopled. _

“The extent of the country it is 
difficult to conceive. I should say 
that at a low estimate there was one 
million square miles. There is a 
tract two thousand miles in length 
and five hundred miles in width. 
Conditions of Life Yet Problematic.

"The conditions under which men 
will be able to live there have not 
yet been determined, but men will 
live there in the future as surely es 
men continue to seek the means of 
sustenance in the world. Norwegian 
people could go into that country and 
create another empire there.

“Regarding my work, I may say 
that I will be engaged in the study of 
new forms of life and make new ob­
servations of forms of life well 
known.”

Case Will Open at Boise To­
morrow. Charged With 
Murder of Former Gover­

nor of Idaho.

Struck in Back With Pickaxe
Brandon, May 5.—A man named 

George Buttery, employed on con­
struction work on the Great Northern 
Railway here, was accidentally struck 
in the back on Saturday with a pick­
axe in the hands of a fellow work­
man. Buttery received a wound 
about five inches in length, narrowly 
escaping his spine. The men were 
working together and the accident 
happened owing to their being too 
close.

Wanderers* Star Will Stay.
Montreal. May 6—It is about set­

Boise, Idaho, May 5.—Nearly over y 
available room in Boise, the capital 
of Idaho, has been reserved for law- 
years, witnesses or newspapermen in 
attendance at the court, which will 
try Secretary Wm. D. Haywood, of 
the Western Federation of Miners, on 
the charge of murdering former Gov­
ernor Frank Steunenberg, at Caldwell, 
Idaho, December 30, 1905. While 
there is little or no public discussion 
of the case, the under current of in­
terest runs strong, and every incom 
ing train adds to the large number of 
persons connected with the case al­
ready on the ground.

Billed for Tuesday.
That there might be some delay in 

the case, which has been set for May 
7, has been hinted from time to time, 
but the probability of this has now 
been dissipated by the statements by 
both sides. Clarence Darrow, of Chi­
cago, and E. F. Richardson, of Den­
ver, leading counsel for the defence, 
have said that they are ready for the 
trial. The counsel for the prosecution, 
James H. Hawley, and U. S. Senator 
Borrha, who have been specially re­
tained, are of the opinion that there 
will be no further delay. An applica­
tion of a bill of particulars filed by 
the defence, will be argued to-morrow 
before Judge Fremont Wood, who will 
try the Haywood case, but as his de­
cision is not appealable, it is not 
thought that this will cause any post­
ponement.

Repeated Delays.
The history of the case of the men 

charged with the murder of Steunen­
berg shows there has been much de­
lay, all of which has been necessarily 
expensive to the state and to defence. 
The state has paid bills to the amount 
of $52,000, and the last legislature ap­
propriated $50,000 additional. When 
Governor Steunenberg was assassinat­
ed, the Mine Owners’ association of­
fered a reward of $5,000 for the arrest 
of the murderer. Later this amount 
was returned to the mine owners with 
the statement that the State of Idaho 
would defray the costs of the prosecu­
tion of the murderers, whoever he or 
they might be. The defence fund was 
raised by union labor throughout the 
country, and an emergency fund, con­
tributed by the Western Federation of 
Miners, was also raised. The total 
cost of carrying on this Case from first 
to last, will be enormous.

Wilful Delay, Says Defence.
James H. Hawley, leading counsel 

for the prosecution, explained to-day 
the delay in the trial of Haywood,

Moyer and Pettibone. Tt was charg-* 
ed that the state wilfully caused this 
delay, and that the prisoners have 
been kept in confinement without 
trial for an unwarranted period.

Mr. Hawley said: "The revised sta­
tutes of -the United States, treating 
appeals to the United States supreme 
court from United States criminal 
court in habeas corpus, where a pri­
soner is held by state courts, makes 
null and void any action of the state 
pending an appeal.

The great majority of the courts of 
last resort hold any action on the part 
of the trial court absolutely void un­
til the decision of the supreme court 
of the United States has been actually 
rendered. It will be seen, therefore, 
that if in May, 1906, we had proceed 
ed with the case in the trial court of 
this state before the decision of the 
supreme court had been rendered, the 
defendants would have been discharg­
ed, as they could not a second time 
be put to jeopardy of their lives."

Roosevelt's Reply to Labor.
New York, May 5.—In a letter read 

today before the Central Federated 
Union, President Roosevelt states 
that if evidence is submitted to him 
♦ hat there has been a miscarriage of 
justice for and against Moyer ahd 
Haywood, awaiting trial at Boise, 
Idaho, charged with the murder i f 
ex-Governor Steunenberg, he will 
bring such evidence to the attention 
of the attorney-general for action. 
The communication was the formal 
reply to the committee of the union 
which recently called upon Mr. 
Roosevelt in Washington and request­
ed him to set forth in general his 
attitude toward the accused man, and 
specifically why he referred to Moyer 
and Haywood as “undesirable citi­
zens." In his letter the President 
quotes at length from a letter writ­
ten by him more tahn a year ago to 
the attorney-general in which he said 
“Your duty is, if it should ever hap­
pen that we had any power in the 
matter, to see that exact justice is 
done these men."

Montreal, May 5.—A despatch from 
Winnipeg received by F. W. Thomp­
son, vice-president and managing 
director of the Ogilvie Flour Mills 
Company, says:

“Low - temperature general and 
clear, although light frosts continue.

.Thompson said the decrease this 
year of the area under wheat will be 
made up in oats and barley, as there 
would be ample time to get these 
grains into the ground. He also de­
clared that there would be no loss 
to the producer because of the shrink­
age of the wheat area, for the far­
mers would secure a greater profit 
out of oats and barley under a dollar 
a bushel.

Dover, Delaware, May 5.—The body 
of Horace Marvin, Jr., which was 
found on Saturday lying in a pool 
of water on the marshes less than 
half a mile from where he was last 
seen playing on March 4, was buried 
to-day in Baymeadow lawn on the 
Marvin farm. There is much to make 
it appear that the bay wandered away 
and fell exhausted into the pool 
where his body was found. The con­
dition of the stomach indicates, ac­
cording to the physicians, that the boy 
suffered privation for at least forty 
hours prior to death. Many of the 
jurymen and detectives are of the 
opinion that he wandered around his 
father’s farm, and in his efforts to get 
back home over the frozen marshes 
became exhausted, fell into the pool 
add died of exhaustion and privation. 
A few still believe that the little fel­
low was murdered.
