Is 2,700 Y ears Old-Has Been Visited by
Many Disasters+#Once a Greato Coms
merical. Centre—Still Important Qityl

New - York, ‘Jan. &—The spread of the
carthquitke " in Sicily and southern Lialy
agtording - to the . cable . despatches, was
through very much the same arca as taat
of the-earthquake of' 1783, which was the
most - destructive ‘in “the history of- Italy,
says the '‘New York Sun. Then, as now,
the earvthquake  caused enormous dam-
age -on hoth sides of the ‘Straits of Mesx
sina, which - separates the toe of ‘the so-
called “boot” of Italy from Sieily.

The. loss of life in. the disaster of 1763
wai estimated  at 60,000. Messina, a city
which is. for ‘the most part but little 8bova
the level of the sea, suffering terribly—
then, as in' thd rebent earthquaeke, from a
tidal wa¥e. "Tho region to the south ‘of
Messina ‘has alsobeen  aften averwhelmed
by eruptions - from :Mount - Etna. Tte
south-eastern and eastern portions of the
islanid has been damaged time and again
by. eruptions of  Etna, and very little by
earthquakes, while the northeastern por-
‘tion - has sustained wvery MWeavy loss of lie
and property frem earthquakes, and very
littie from voleanic eruptions.

wmately 40,000 persons. A large portion
of Tisbon, Jike Messing, avas built on low
ground but little above the level of _th-
bay and .river Tagus. It was the tidal
wato follow ng the oarthquake that causded
by far the greatest demage.

The Lisbpn earthquake is one of the
most. memorable recorded in history add
theve is no record in history from a tidnl
wave of Rurope or America cxcoedimg it
According to accounts accepted ras re-
liable, the sea retired almost as seon as
he shock of the earthquake was felt, loav
ing tho bar dry, “and reiurped in a fow
minutes as a groat wave or breaker filty
fect or more in height. <In six minutes 1t
had engulfed the entire lower portipn of
the city and in thik fime at least 40.060
seople - perished.
