Premier Roblin has discovered that
when a man finds himself up a trea
the seénsible thing to do is to let him-
self 'down  as gracefully as possible.

And
when a few days after, the Minister
of the Interior ventured to send a letter

. ''The Telegram had read care-
fully the letter addressed by Hon.
Frank Oliver to the Liberal press
of Manitoba, but frankly admits
that it did not note the signific-
ance of the passage in the commu-
nication referred to in the Ottawa
dispatch. It was assumed that the
Minister of the Interior in his let-
ter had not varied from _the pro-|
posals made direct by the Domin-
ion Government to the provincial
authorities, This, no doubt, ac-
counts for The Telegram’s failure
to observe the importance of the
reference to the swamp lands,
which are to be awarded to Mani-
toba under the terms of Mr. Oli-
ver's proposals. It is obvious, how-
ever, fromh careful reading of the
letter that the information upon
which The Telegram’s correspond-
ent bases his dispatch is correct.
Mr. Oliver’s leter as printed in The
Telegram and later printed in the
local Liberal organ ,contains, as
stated in the Ottawa dispatch, the
following significant paragraph:

“The swamp lands are as yet of
unknown area, but -two million
acres have been transferred to the
provincial government, two million
more will be 'transferred shortly,
and it is estimated that not less
than four million acres more will
ultimately come to the provinece
under the swamp lands arrange- |
ment, so that in all, the province of
Manitoba has one hundred and fiftv
thousand acres of. choice selected
university lands, and eight million
acres of swamp lands.”

1% “The ‘importance of this assur-
ance, contained in Mr. Oliver's
communication, can hardly be
overestimated. It presents the Dr)-l
minien Government's proposals ini
an altogether different light. The
recent communication from the
Dominion Government setting forth
the - terms wunder which it would
agree to the enlargement, of Mani-
toba’s boundaries made no refer-
ence to this immense acreage of
swamp lands which it is proposed
to donate to Manitoba. Yet the con-
cession of eight million acres of
swamp lands is infinitely more im-
portant than the cash compensa-
tion offered for the surrender of tha
public domain of the added terri-
tory,

* . . . The Telegram
believes that the Dominion Govern-
ment’s proposals as explained and
amplified by Mr. Oliver. should
prove a fair basis of settlement of
the boundary question. It believes,
moreover, that thev will prove sat-
isfactory to the Manitoba Govern-
ment and to the Manitoba Legisla-
ture.

der to give the contract to Vickers
Sons and Maxim, to the discrimina- |
tion of Canadian shipbuilders, and
that this was done to benefit a certain
gentleman whom he described as a
Liberal agent in Montrédl. The facts
are that the plans were changed, not
by the Marine department of Canada,
but by the experts of the British Ad-
miralty, to whom they had been re-
ferred, chiefly because the -original
plans were not sufficient for the pro-
posed service for which the vessel
was intended. These changes involved
a lengthening and a deepening of the
boat to such a degree that, if built in
Ontario waters, she could not have
passed through the St. Lawrence
ranals and thus the lake shipbuilders
were put out of the running. Then
tenders were called for in due course.
The only firm which tendered that
had any experience of the construc-
tion of ice-breakers of the size re-
quired got the contract, and that they
did their work well is guaranteed by
the Conservative member for King's,
P.E.I, who in a speech following
those of Dr. Reid, told the member
for Grenville that he did not know
what he was talking about, that he
(Mr, Frasey), had just returned from
a visit to Prince Edward Island and
that he found that despite the sever-
ity of .the winter, the Earl Grey,
which he described as the most up-
to-date ice-breaker in the world, is
worth every dollar she cost, and that
Mr Brodeur was doing good work. .in
carrying out the termsg of Confedera-
tion.
