Alberta Team the Surprise of the Tournament, Going Through 
Week Without Meeting Single Defeat; Sharpe Proves 

Himself Premier Bowler of the West *

The Alberta cricketers are champions 
of western Canada. This was assured 
yesterday when they defeated Calgary 
by 63 runs on the Western Canada 
gTotro#* 9n a fine tall scoring match,
fought out vzith great keenness.

The provincial team certainly have 
earned their success. Throughout the 
week they have shown commendable 
consistency, every man on the side 
Was a trier—--not a man useless. All 
of them could do pretty well with the 
bat, and their bowling was by far the 
deadliest put up by any of the teams 
who have been taking part in the 
tourney. Sharp has been the biggest 
surprise of the competition.

Following up his fine feat of Thurs­
day, when he took nine of the Saskat­
chewan wickets for an average of 
about three runs each, he proved him­
self to be one of the best bowlers who 
have ever turned out on a cricket 
pitch in western Canada, yesterday, by 
taking eight of the Calgary wickets 
for 63 runs, against one of the best 
batting sides. Barnett again showed 
up well with the bat, making 69, and 
Bell made 55.

Poor Fielding of Calgary.
got. as was mentioned yesterday 

morning, neither the batting nor the 
bowling are of any use if the fielding 
is poor, and Calgary can lay down 
their defeat to bad fielding. Bertin- 
shaw was missed when he had not 
reached double figures, and he then 
went on, never offering another 

x chance, and scored 117.
Alberta won the toss and put Cal­

gary out to field. Bertinshaw and 
Morse opened the batting to the bowl­
ing of Nettleton and Stephens. Batting 
was very steady, both batsmen play­
ing good cricket.
' Morse was badly missed by vv ctri­

erai 1 after making 4, hitting up an 
easy catch, but Wetherall's hands were 
not big enough to hold it. This was 
very expensive for Calgary.

This made the championship sure 
for Alberta, who have won five con­
secutive matches.

Calgary are very slack in the field, 
Wetherall and Downing jnissing two 
easy catches, which cost them , the 
match.

Alberta are to be congratulated on 
having such a good skipper as Mr. 
Dickens, who filled the part criditably. 
Napper Is. another asset to the team, 
having made some useful scores dur­
ing the week. Behtinshaw is another 
good player. No finer innings was seen 
than that of his 117. He is a good 
steady bat. In Sharp, Alberta has a 
man who has complete control of the 
leather, and Pine Lake should be 
proud of such a representative.

Hall is another good all round man, 
acid has done some «rood work with 
the ball for Alberta.
