PAILED vor $3,000,000,

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 21.—The failure of
Barker Bros. is announced. They had of
late been doing very little business through
the Stock Exchange. The firm’s credit has
been affected for the past two months, The
liabilities are said to be 3,000,000. The
creditors are not wnumerous, Abra-
ham Barker, the venerable founder
of the bank, is the father of Whar-
ton Barker, the other member of
the firm, He is one of the best known
financiers in the country and was formerly
president of the Stock Exchange. Whar-
ton Barker said: “The assignment is un-
avoidakle. People who owed us mouney
and upon whom we depended did
not pay us. Of course the condition
of the money market has much to do
with the trouble.” In  1887-8 the
firm became the financial agents of
the Russian Government in the United
States. War between England and Rus-
sia then seemed imminent, and Barker
Bros. & Co. procured four ships of war for
Russia, suitable ordnance, and armed and
equipped them, The total expenditure was
several imillion dollars. Tbe fnilure has
been caused by various unprofitable rail-
road investments,

A LITTLE HEROINE.

Emma Oresoh's Sacritice in Behalf of
Her Injured Sister,

Dernorr, Nov. 21.--A remarkable surgi
cal operation was performed in the operat-
ing room of Grace Hospital yestorday
morning, It will be remembered that last
Saturday morning little Matilda Oresck, 10
years old, was on one of the upper floors
of the grain elevators at West Detroit,
when, venturing too near a revolving shaft,
her hair was caught by the shaft and her
entire sealp torn oft. After her arrival at
the hospital Saturday an attempt was made
to restore the scalp, but it had heen off too
long and would not reunite. Yesterday the
operation to which reference is here made
was performed. It is that of grafting on
skin. The usual method employed is to
Kraft on a piece one or two inches square in
arca, and allow that to obtain a growth be-
fore adding the next piece. In thin way the
process of grafting skin over a wound like
that of Matilda Oresch would take several
months,

It has been decided to graft the skin
from her wister Emma, 12 years old, and
the surgeons had carefully explained to her
the operation and the pain which it would
eause her. Kmma, however, expressed her-
self as willing to do anything which would

bad  been prepared in the operating
room, and when the two sisters
had eome they were laid, one on
each table, and placed under the influence
of anwmsthetics,. = While a namber of the
doctors were engaged in removing the
bandages from Matilda’s head Dr. Morley

Emma’s body to be use The doctor's
marked with a lead pencil a rectangular
piece of cuticle 8 inches long by 51
inches wide on the left side, Just
back of the nipple and under the
arm. This was curefully removed until
it hung loose and ounly retained by a
portion of the skin ut the upper end abous
two inches wide. Then the two tables were
placed together and Matilda’s head, which
had been carefully washed, laid against
her sister’'s side. The skin on Emma's
body was drawn out so as to cover most of
the spot left bare by the cutting and sewed
in place. Thus only about one-third of
the surface of the cutting is left bare, and
it is thought that the skin will soon
Brow 80 as to cover this. After getting the
children together the surgeous sewed the
flap of skin from Emma’s side to Matilda’s
scalp. This only covered about half of the
bared skuli.

‘‘The Indians are actually crazed with
religious fanaticism, and the excitement
at the ghost-dances is of the most intense
character. Add to their excitement an
utter recklessness of consequence induced
by blind fanaticism, aud you may
gain some iden of the situation. It is
the general opinion among the troops
that they will be ordered in a day or tw
stop the Indians’ ghost-dance. Then tr
i y follow. Two or three of
these dances are now in progress. A herder
Who has jost reached here roports that
severa! hundied Indians have congregated
secretly nine miles from this place. They
are all heavily armed, and they are expect

ing the Rorebud Sioux to join them sho tly
Many others have removed their fonilies
to places of safety and all are greatly

apprehensive of the ontcome.”
