THE TOASTS.

After full justice had been done the

very excellent dinner, the toast list was
taken up, the health of the King and
‘Queen and Prince "of Wales and Boyal
Family was drunk, with great enthusi-
asm,
. The Venerable Bishop Cridge in a very
impressive speech then proposed the
toast of ‘“The President of the United
States,” Referring to the differences of
opinion which sometimes cropped up
between the United States and Great
Britain, he said that though brothers
might quarrel at times, if a third person
injected himself into the controversy
you would find the brothers united. (Ap-
plause.) The. United States was happy
in the selectiou of its consular represen-
tative in this city, Who eould know Mr.
Smith and not love the United States?
Referring to incidents of the early days
he recalled..the rush to the mines at
the time of the Cariboo excitement,gwhen
a_great influx of Americans occurred.
(He had become acquainted with many
of the latter at that time and eame to
haye a great affection for them. Bishop
Cridge alluded in feeling terms to the
great loss sustained in the lamentable
death of President McKinley. His sue-
cessor, President Roosevelt had shown
himself a brave man, not only on the
battle field, but i grappling with grave
problems which affected the welfare of
the people. His attempt to settle the
great industrial dispute was one of the
bravest acts which a ruler had ever
yoluntan]y undertaken. (Applause.)

Mr. William Harrison, who retires
from the presidency of the Pioneer So-
iciety, is one of the best known mem-
bers of the little band who arrived 'n
‘British Columbia in the early days and
took up the task of opening up the
country. Mr. Harrison, who'is an Eng-
lishman by birtk, left Liverpuol on July
15, 1862, on the good ship Selestria,
aud after a passage of many montha,
landed at Esquimalt harbor on Novem-
ber 16, of the same year.

Annual Meeting of the British Colum-
bia Institute of Assayers.

The second annunal meeting of the
British Columbia Institute of Assayers
was held at Rossland last week, Rich-
ard Marsh, of Rossland, presiding.

The election of officers for the ensuing
year resulted as follows:  President,
Herbert Carmichael, provincial assayer;
vice-president, J. ~ Cuthbert Welch,
metallurgist Boundary Falls smelter;
secretary-treasurer, Arthur A. Cole,
War ‘Eagle mine; ordinary members of
council, Thomas Kiddie, Ladysmith; §.
G. Blayloek, Canadian Smelting Works,
Trail; A. L. McKillop, Nelson; and W.

Opening of winter work on many of
the creeks has been delayed by the want
of snow on the roads on which to haul
Wwood to the mines. The cold weather
has prevailed several weeks, but snow
is tardy. The absence of snow has per-
mitted all creeks to freeze solid without
mixing yith the snow and continuing
the ‘overflow, and the ground is in satis-
factory condition for the miners. Last

The removal of Lichfield Grammar
Sckool from the scene of its old useful-
uess within the city bounds (o a new
site at Borrocop, a mile or so away
among the pleasant green fields and
meadows outside, breaks an interesting
link with the historic past. It was at
this school, commonly known as one of
Edward the Sixth’s’ foundations, but
said “on very good authority to date
back to the time of Heury the Seventh—
that Addison, the poet and essayist;
David Garrick, the great actor, and
‘Samuel Johnson, the lexicographer, re-
celved their early education. Little is
known of Addison’s life there beyond
the fact that he was the hero of a
notable “barring out” episode. With
Garrick’s stay, however, we are better
acquainted, thanks to the charming cor-
respondence with his father, Captain
Garrick, who was then stationed at Gib-
raltar. As for Dr. Johnson, the ancient
cathedral city will always remain a
shrine for those who revere his memory,
for he was born in Lichfield; and the
head master’s house, with its quaint in-
terior, oaken wainscoating, winding oak
staircase, and high-pitched, red-tiled
roof, must have been once familiar
enough to the lad who was destined
later on to become the literary ‘autecrat
{ The cellars of this old
mansion are as intricate and mysterious
as those of a south coast manor house
of smuggling days, and tempt omne to
in.agine that they may have been used
ax a hiding place . in the times when
Staffordshire was a hotbed of the
Jeacobitism witii which the great doctor
was so tineed through a considerable
portion ot his career,

COPPER 'CANYOIG
AN VIC ORIA

A Visitor to Mount Sicker Tells
What He Saw at the
Mines.

A gentleman who visited Mount Sicker
last week reports great activity on the
Victoria and Copper Canyon claims of
the Mount Sicker and Brenton Mines
Itd. The face of the drift on the Vie-
toria shows fourteen feet of high grade
ore, and in the upraise at the end of
the tunnel on the Copper Canyon there
is a fine body of ore. The upraise is
uow 30 feet from the surface, and when
daylight is reached the main working
shaft will be in shape for rapid work.,
The shaft is now down 15 feet from the
level of the tunnel, and the work of
sinking is proceeding,

‘t is the intention of the management
to'drive a tunnel from the main shaft
bereath the bed of the Chemainus river,
following the ore from one claim to
the other. There is considerable good
ore on the dump on both properties,
which will be sent to the smelter as
soon as transportation facilities are pro-
vided. s

The visitor was shown to promising
looking outcroppings of ore, one eight
feet in width, on the bank of the river
near the bridge which crosses from the
Victoria to the Cogper Canyon. These
haye not been touched as yet, but serve
to show that there is an abundance
of ore on the properties only requiring
development, .

TONDON STREET ARABS.

to Like a Free
Easy Life.

They Seem and

From London Daily Mail.

It is & main concern of benevolent
people interested in child labor to de
something for the street arabs. These
little grigs come under everybody's eye,
they are generally .ill-clad, and it is
known that, most of them take to
gambling and worse courses. .

All street arabs are not newsboys, nor
are all newsboys arabs. ®But it has
been proposed to license alike the casual
urchins who sell things oun their own
account and the decent poor children
who go their rounds in the suburbs out
of harm’s way. The latter grow up to
|enter regular trades, the former mever.
They have nothing in common but bhoy-
hood and the fact that both sell papers.

The origin of the true street arab is
the licensed common lodging house and
the unlicensed low flat where rent is
taken every morning in advance. His
parents belong to the broken class with-
out a working sense of moral responsi-
bility, the horde of station touts, race-
course riff-raff, market porters. sand-
wichmen, and “casnals” of all sorts,
criminal or worthless, who go from one
lodging to another, »+oiding every kind
of civil obligation. While he is small the
boy goes with them. He is not very big
when he begins to lead a separate life
and pay for his own lodgings,

There is an amiable delusion that he
is driven upon the streets against his
will, and kept out late by fear of a
thrashing. That happens rarely. He
takes to the life because he likes it.

It is free, and it has the attraction of

never bad. He can earn from 10s. to
14s. a week always, and a good deal
more in a Mafeking week, or when
there are races on. Every day has its
idle hours, and its half hours of an ex-
citing scramble. He is not wanted till
11 o'clock. Only a duffer sells later
than 8  TUncontrolled and light of
heart, a healthy boy minds neither cold
nor rain in this delightful metier.

‘The street arab is by inherited dispo-
sition and by environment a sportsman.
He cannot remember when he first
heard of the turf., and the ramifications
of its great organization of daily lot-
teries stretch out invitingly to him as
to all the world. There is a special
class of bookmakers, the old boys of
this public school of the streets, who
will give him the odds. Why not try
his luck? There is credit for the
“stony broke” next moraning: he will
have a dozen papers from ghe man he
deals with,

He spends the evenings in a_back-
street music hall, which eosts him 3d.
Or he slips into some known snuggery—
behind a fried-fish shop or elsetyhere—
to play nap and dominoes and banker
'with a peuny pack. There are always
sharps. Ar. €. E. Russell,. of Man-
chester, who knows as much about
street boys in & sane way as any man,
says it costs them 7s. a week to live,and
they spend the surplus, “half, or more
than half, their total income, regulariy,
unhesitatingly and cheerfully upcn
gambling.”  When he is cleaned out,
the juvenile spendthrift puts his hamds
in his pockets and says: “Well, 1
s’pose I'll have to doss on the stones.”

That is the boy of 15, the tfinished

ty}ie. .
"edchers admit that the ordinary
schools are not so interesting as this
career. Boys who enter it in their
school years lose enthusiasm for most
things in the code, and stay away from
school without explanation or apology.
Nor is the code concerned with shaping
their minds, as the industrial schools
do, agains¢ this loose <career’s allure-
ments.

They grow up alept, full of savoir faire,
enterprising, not dimnkards. extremely
generous, urbane evey, but without much
self-control or persevetance, and quite
without the working h» ®ind a well-
intentioned street-boy work; he tiresin
a fortnight. Teach him the uses of a
savings bank; he puts a little by for a
day at the races. {His case at an early
age is_desperate, for all but the colors
or emigrafion, and for this latter only
after special training.

The proposed license is in the nature
of a check; it does not pretend to be
either a remedy or a preventive. By
means of it a number of boys may be
kept off the streets a little longer than
they now are, and girls under 16 for-
bidden to sell in the streets at all.

WITHOUT A RUDDER.

A Battleship's Remarkable Feat.

s Majesty’s battleship Hood haas

The disabled rudder, weighing fifteen
tons, was accordingly hoisted on board
and lashed fast on the deck, and on Oc-
tober 21 the Hood left Malta rudder-
less, arriving at Gibraltar on October
24, having doue 981 miles at an aver-
age speed of twelve and a half knots
an hour. Leaving the Rock on the fol-
lowning day in a strong- Northeasterly
gale, she ran into a fogx op-the last day
~f her voyage (Tuesday), bnt ultimate-
1y reached Plymouth: the same evening,
baving made the 2,035 miles ‘u a little
jover six days, or at an average speed of
nearly thirteen krots an hour.

wvessel without a rudder in a heavy sea,
continually being twisted round out of
her conurse, it is a feat of seamanship
reflecting _the greatest credit on her
oflicers.

Twenty iron gird-
ers. resting upon cast-iron sockets, em-
hedded in masonry, describe arches that
support the roof, each girder consisting
0f two halves hinged in the centre of
the roof, to allow for dilation caused
by changes of temperature, The weight
of each girder is 894 tons. They are 70
feet apart, except those in the centre,
which are several feet further apart,
and those at the ends, which are double.
