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THE LEGISLATURE.

‘l'oday the session of the legislature
ppens with the time-honored and cus-
tomary ceremonies. The most unusual
feature of the opening will undoubtedly
be the absence of spring millinery. The
ladies, especially in Victoria, may pre-
date spring into KFebruary or even
Jannary, but the 26th of November is
mot o date for novelty or brilliancy of
attire, so much as for garments that

are comfortable and-capable of standing ;

a wetting if necessary. . Another fea-
ture bound to attract notice is the
Sweeping change in the personnel of the
members of the House. This was per-
haps inevitable as a result of the re-
distribution of seats, and the rapid
growth of population in British Colum-
bia. But to many it will have its
pathetic side also. We need not dwell
on that. A country is always remorse-
dess to the individual whoever he may
be. 1t is perhaps a good omen to see
the benches of our legislature occupied
by bright and aggressive young men,
but however unpopular the doctrine may
be, we are bound to remark that all
the wisdom 0of the world resides neither
dn the heads of young men nor in the
heads. of young countries. The first
Jesson learnt by a member of parlia-
ment is the astounding littleness of
‘what any one man can do. MThere is
mo such thing as arbitrary power any-
where in the world. Yet in young coun-
tries, many are apt to imagine that
arbitrary power resides in representa-
tive institutions. It does not; any more
than it resides in a nominal :autocrat
dike the Czar of Russia. But the idea
that it does frequently leads to the
worst vices of experimental legisla-
tion. The course and character f the
legislation of a country are not wholly
controlled by its government, but by
every member of the legislature, govern-
ment and opposition alike, The present
legislature represents a. new departure
in the province of British Columbia
sboth in the introduction of party lines,
and in the change of personnel intro-
«duced by redistribution. It is a de-
.Iiarture conditioned by the circumstances
~«of the province, and one inevitable
through its growth, but it is a new
~departure nevertheléss. We have con-
didence in representative institutions,
~confidence in the legislature, confidence
in the government and confidence in
the members elect. DBut it would be
denying the obvious to maintain that
at the present juncture of affairs a
wvery special and solemn responsibility
does not rest upon all of
them, and that not because of
any particular legislation neces-
sary, but because the present is a
vital moment in the political history
of the province. Men who rise to the
demands of such moments make great
and prosperous states, Special mention
in the King’s Speech will undoubtedly
be directed to the financial proposals
of the government. A great deal has
been made, for political purposes, of
the financial position of the province.
It has been described as desperate, and
the government attacked as incapable
of grappling with it. It will, we think,
be discovered that the financial posi-
tion of the province is not nearly as
bad as it has been made out to be,
and that it is daily growing better. It
will be discovered that the government,
far from being incapable of grappling
with the situation, has already grappled
with it, and both by judicious eco-
nomies and sound proposals, has direct-
ed the financial policy ofs the country
along sound lines to the goal of finan-
cial stability. It is perhaps too much
to hope that faction will abandon its
habit of exploiting common difficulties
of the province in order to attack politi-
cal opponents. But it is not too much
to hope that sound and businesslike
policy in finance and general legisla-
tion, will disarm faction and render it
innocuous.. Continuity of policy, based
upon originally sound ideas, is what this
country needs, and what, there is every
Teason to congratulate ourselves, it is
likely to get. -

men who were ready. to trade their sup-
port in the legislature for patronage get
elected? Or, if they had once been elect-
ed before: their character had revealed
itself, how could they hope for:re-elec-
tion? The thing could not be. But,
as it is today, the average member of'
the legislature or of parliament is con*
tinually nursing his _influence and 'mak-
ing his re-election sure by constituting
himself the medium of favors from the
government,®either to the constituency
at large or to more or less important
individuals, The theory of the consti-
tution is' that the sovereign power is
divided amongst the citizens in order
that each may exercise the portion falling
to him for the public good, according to.
his best rights. The practice of the
constitution is that the ordinary elector
treats his fraction of the sovereign pow-
er simply as a piece of personal plunder
to be used, as far as it will go, for his
own personal benefit—not his benefit as
a citizen of the commonwealth inter-
ested like all his fellow-citizens in good
government—but his benefit as A. B,
an ipdividual who wants to get out of
polifics, for his own behoof, whatever
is to be got. Now, there is no use in
railing at people who cannot conceive
of politics in any - other fashion than
this. It is their misfortune rather than
ithieir fault. At the same time the
whole community suffers through their
lack of political capacity and conse-
quent lack of political disinterestedness.
What is needed is ‘calm, dispassionate,
freiterated instruction, line upon line
and precept upon precept. In the upper
classes of our schools the true theory
of the constitution, according to which
each citizeh votes under a sense of
public responsibility, should be contrast-
ed with the prevailing practice under
which the selfish interests of the voters
are continuaily appealed to.” We beg
to doubt whether the teaching. of politi-
cal idealism in the schools would do
any good. The people are mot corrupt.
They will never sell their votes when
they care. They sell their votes be-
cause there aret but few times in which
they recognize sufficient difference be-
tween the two parties to care much
‘which of them is in power. In a politi-
cal crisis wihere things that really mat-
ter are at stake, no politician can buy
votes. ISchool teaching is not meces-
sary to teach a man when his country
is being hurt or hiniself. Purity is
not, nor can ever be made a political
issue. When live political issues dare
in the balance, elections are pure
enough. Political corruption is the out-
come of pqlitipa] stagnation and effects
all "parties ‘alike.
o
ELECTION . RUMORS.

The -opinion is gaining ground that
there .will be a dissolution and a general
Dominion  election very shortly. The
governgyent is* in _deadly fear of the
province of Ontario, but whether that
consideratitn is urging an election for-
‘ward or holding it back nobody seems
to knew. The situation, from a Lib-
eral point of view, must get worse - in

if an election is delayed it must be
because it i; already regarded as hope-
less.. On 'the other hand, the view
may -hold that there is still a chance
‘of holding Owutario from a complete
slump. - In that case the election would
undoubtedly be rushed on. The prac-
tical politicians want an election, They
are gentlemen who have few delusions
aZbout the party to which they belong
and little loyalty save to office and
‘Patronage.  They see very clearly that
Canada is slipping away from the con-
trol of the Liberal party, and they
know very well that once the pendulum
begins to swing, nothing can stop it
They know that in two years a Liberal
victory will be absolutely hopeless.
They believe that a victory could be
snatched now, and they want five years
of the enormous patronage involved in
the mnew railway construction instead
of only two years. Human nature be-
ing what human nature is, it is-quite
certain that there will be scandals in
connection with the railway contracts.
If there are no actual scandals, there
are quite certain to be supposititioys
scandals fomented by disappointed
grafters. From what we know of poli-
tics, we should say that such phenom-
éna are as certain to appear as sun
spots. - The exercise of patronage may
be an excellent way of making friends,
but it is likewise an infallible way of
making enemies, and the larger the
patronage, the greater the number of
enemies. Two years of this railway
patronage, argue the practical poli-
ticians, will ruin the government, where-
as if. the government has five vears’ of
it, it will not then matter to them whe-
ther the government is ruined or ot
The Quebec politicians, of course, do
not want the worry and expense of an
election. They consider themselves,
probably with reason, tolarably secure
in their own province. But they will
give way, if necessary, because a large
ILiberal majority in Quebec and an
overwhelming ‘Conservative majority
elsewhere throughout Canada would in-
volve consequences extremely disagree-
able to the average Quebeé politiciam,
if he is at all like average politicians
elsewhere. The balance of probabili-
ties is entirely in favor of an early
election. In fact our opinion is that
the delay that has already occurred is
due to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and that
he is withstanding the pressure of the
practical members of the Liberal party.
Long may he continue to do so! The
longer an election is delayed  the more
certain is a victory for the Conserva-
tive party. When a political party be-
gins to go to pieces nothing can arrest
the process of disintegration.

Is it only because
Great Britain is a strong power, that
the United States does not send a mes-
sage to Great Britaip something as fol-
lows: “The Uniteq States wili pe
pleased tn‘ accept Canada as g Christ-
ma¢ offering of goodwill, and wil] re-
sent as. an unfriendly act the refusal
to tender same.” fThe most wonderfu]
thmg_about the language of many
‘American politicians is their complete
ignorance of .th> status and eentiment
of Canada. Perhaps it is not so strange
after all. ' To the American politician,
the world as he knows it, is divided into
[Republicans and Democrats. The strug-
