News of the death of Colonel George
Earl Church, in London, Eng., has been
received in the city. -Gol. Church was
a friend of one closely connected with
the Colonist, and we 1
to learn of his death. The following
obituary notice appears in the Times
under date of.Jan. 6th:

Colonel George’. Earl Church, whose
death was announced in The Times
yesterday, possessed probably a wider
and more complete knowledge of the
Listory, the geography, and the re-
sources of tropical South America
than any other authority. For many
_Yyears 'he travelled extensively in the
heart of the continent, and
mation thus acquired was Supplement-
ed by a life-time of study of the ex.
periences of other travellers, both past
and present. By birth a citizen of the
United States, Colonel Church resided
during the later years of his life  in
London. He devoted much of his
spare time to the affairs of the Royal
Geographical Soclety, of which he be-
came a Fellow in 1872 and in which
he served for many years as a mem-
ber of the council, becoming in due
course a vice-president of the Society.

Colonel Church was born at New
Bedford, Massachusetts, in December,
1835. He was educated as a civil en-
gineer, and at an early took part
in the construction
Tunnel.

A meeting of the provincial Board
of Horticulture was opened in “the
Botanical* Chqmbarg,‘ Department of
Agriculture, on Thursday last, there
being present Messrs. W.  Crawley
Ricardo, J. C. Metcalfe, and_ William
E. Scott, deputy minister of agricul-
ture,.the secretary of the board. Cap-
tain F. Elliston, being duly appointed
to the board for the district of Van-
couver Island and the islands adja-
cent, was sitworn in and took his seat
on the board.. The meeting was in
session from Thursday until Saturday
afternoon.. Mr. T. C. Cunningham,
chief inspector of fruit pests, was un-
avoidably absent on account of sick-
ness,

submitted to the. board consisted in
the consideration of several amend-
ments to the Horticultural Board Act
and its rules and regulations, for sub-
mission to the législature during the
present session. As a result of the
excellent work carried out by Mr. J.
C. Metcalfe in the Northwest province
during 1909, regarding. the shipping
and marketing of B. C. fruit there, it
was decided to try and secure the ser-
vices of Mr. Metcalfe to carry on sim-
ilar work during the’ fruit season of
1910. ¢

The essence 'of this work consists in
watching the markets in. the North-
west, inspecting the fruits from B, C,
therein, and reporting to the depart-
ment such conditions of affairs as may
be presented to him while on tour.
Bulletins iwill then be compiled in the
department of agriculture and. distrib-
uted forthwith among the fruit grow-
ers of the province; also it is intended
that'full publicity of such informatio
will be given through the medium of
the newspapers throughout. British
Columbia, .

Another very impertant feature in
conection with the fruit-growing in-
dustry is that of establishing demon-
stration orchards and the board has
recommended that such orchards be
organized in ' different districts
throughout the mainland and the Is-
land.. Publications on horticulture and
the selection of fruit trees suitable for
the different districts, as published by
the department of agriculture were
submitted for revision, and will be
printed and ready for distribution
among the residents of the province
in the near future,
