The Annual Meeting of Directors—The Condition 
of its Affairs.

Charlottetown, March 14,—At the 
annual meeting of tire shareholders of the 
Bank of Prince Edward Island held here the 
directors’ report was presented. It stated 
that they have used every effort to realize 
and eecnre the bank aeaets, with result 
that $87,000 has been paid in on account 
bille receivable, $168,000 on overdrawn ac­
counts, and $6000 on mortgages and judg 
meats, making a total of $261,000 ; also 
that securities on real estate, shipping, 
stooks, eto., have been taken to secure in 
whole or in part $300,000 more. On ac­
count of the directors’ payment of $75,000, 
$67,000 has been alroady paid and $8000 
secured on real estate; on the shareholders 
pay/nent $44,310 has been actually paid, 
$16,000 secured by notes, and $'25,000 
promised in the event of resumption; total, 
$85,640, being a deficiency of $14,360 on 
the proposed sum of $100,000 to be paid by 
the stockholders. They also state that 
$ ’0,646 has been paid on account of the 
late cashier’s guarantee bond of $36,000.

In reference to the alleged newly discov­
ered deficiency they state that a man rep­
resenting Thos, Ashley & Ce. and Brown, 
Jiarren * Co. bas arrived here holding, on 
behalf of Thm. Ashley & Co., a guarantee 
of .1. B. Brecken, cashier, for payment of 
accepted drafts of Thomas & Oxley on John 
Hughes for £15,000 sterling, oq which a 
liability of about $8000 is claimed to be 
due. This was, however, not authorized 
or within the knowledge of the board of 
directors, who do not admit the bank’s lia' 
bility. Total liabilities of the bank, $1,- 
011,720.54; total assets, $12,041,620.54.
