A Confedleration Sermon.

Sunday morning last the Rey, S, P, Rose
preached a sermon appropriately commemo-
rating the 15th anniversary of confedera-
tu}nl;, The bsermon] was founded on Jere-
miah’s prophecy, the 9th chapter, at the
