A MJ4IDEN MYSTERIOUSLY MUR-

DERED.

One More Victim to Man’s Brutality and
Passion.

N;WABK, N.J., Nov. 25.—A diabolical
murder, resembling in many pnﬁdnhu the
celebrated Rose Ambler mystery, was com-
mitted on Saturday night in a lonely pait
of the road leading from Eagle Rock to
Roseland, about two miles distant frlom
Orange, The victim was a girl about 17
years of age, named Phobe Jane Paullin,
d.n.mht,‘er of David 8, Paullin a shoemaker
living at Roseland,: The body was discov-
erea lying behind a clump of underbrush,
with the throat cut and the clothing disar-
ranged, indicating that she had been
dragged by the feet from the scene of the
murder, On the road there was a pool
f)f blood, a orimson trail being vis-
ible on the grass from the road to
the place of concealmeni. - A silver
watch was found in the bosom of the de-
ceased, and her black leather sachel and a
paper bundle were at her side as evidence
that robbery was not the motive of the
crime. The girl had left home about 3
o'clock Saturday afternoon with $1.50 in
money to mske some purchases for her
mother, and it was supposed had gone to
Philip Shurtz's place, near the postoffice at
Orange, for that purpose. John Watchman
coming from church this morning discov-
ered the body and reported it to the
family, who supposed the girl had stopped
with Mrs, John- Anderson, a neighbor
living half a mile off, for the night.
The lifeless body of the girl pre.
sented a  horrible  spectacle. She
was about five feet four inches in
height,strongly built, lightjcomplexion,with
a German cast of countenance, She wore

'a jookey hat with a read feather, a cardi-

nal red dress, and buttoned jacket. All
were bedraggled, indicating a violent strug-
gle. No clew or trace to.the murderer has
as yet been discovered. “The wound was
apparently inflicted by a razor or sharp
knife. The presumption is the girl was
foully assauited, and that the ruffian, being
threatened with exposure, in a frenzy of
fear cut the throat of his victim. Great
excitement prevails in the vicinity. The
corpse was visited by hundreds as the news
flew over the country. Thé father said the
girl was of a lively turn, had no enemy
that he knew of, and never kept company
with anyone.

THE RED LIGHT IN THE SKY.

Explanation of the Fiery Phencmenon
feem in the Western Heavens.

For the past three or four.evenings a
phenomenon has been noticed in the shape
of a red light which illuminated the western
sky as though a great conflagration was
throwing its glare over the heavens.
Meteorologists say that thislight is probably
the reflection from a stratum of decomposed
vapors in the upper atmosphere, Electric
ctorms in the sun and in our atmosphére
have produced this decomposition. This
opinion is based on experiments reported by
ﬁgofeuor Tyndall of the reflective properties

vapors decomposel by electric action on
a strong sunlight.

To show the extent of country over which
this phenomenon prevails, it may be men-
tioned that despatches have bzen received
from » number of places in Canada and the
United States stating that the light had
been mistaken for a conflagration and the
fire brigade called out.

THE TRADES COUNCILS MEMORIAL TO
THE GOVERNMENT.

e fp—

< assisted Passages” Demounced—its Evils

Exposed—Enough Mechanics and La,

borers in the Counury—Demand for

& Prompt Remedy.
The Trades and Labor council of Toronto
has forwarded a memorial to Hon. J. H.
Pope, minister of immigrasion and agricul-
ture at Ostawa, drawing the government’s
attention to the existing rystem of granting
<qssisted passages” to immigrants to Canada
and its evil effects, both to those who are
assisted and to those who already coropose
the working population.

The memorialists hold that proper care is
not ob:%gd on the part of authorized
agents of tha dominion in Great Britain in
the selection of those who are sent 1o
Canada through the aid of “‘aesisted pas-
sages”; nor is truth adhered iniguoting_the
rate of wages prevailing from time to time.
Under the provisions of the departmental
«instructions” to sgents in Great Britain
any adult, irrespective of vocation, may ob-
tain ‘‘assisted passage” to Canada, and
under its cover agents encourage and send
all manner of people to the dominion.
1t is held further that no negessity exists
for assisted or exuoessive immigration in
view of the fact that, with the exception of
remote portions of the Canadian Pacific
railway, there are no pablic works in pro-
gress ofi & magpitude sufficient to provide
steady employment throughou’ the year
for even the present surplus povulation of
this country. This is conclusively proven
by the downward tendency of wages in all
callings, ani with no indication other than
hope of & reversion in the near future.

ﬁle memorialists believe that the first
duty of the government of Canada ought to
be considered the welfare of its own people,
and as a consequence most vehemently
protest against this dominion being made

‘& receiving and distributing depot for any

of the pauper population of Great Britain
or any par: of Kurope. Oid age, accident -
and bhe loss of parents alrcady supplies the
dominion with all the poor that can be
well provided with necessary care, without
being deluged wih s class that are not
fitted to properly perform the duties so
essential to success in this country.

Of mechanies in every branch of business
there are many more in Canada than can
find employment at living wages, and on
the question of farm or agricultural laborers

and & sufficient supply thereof, the memo-
rialists have no hesitation in asserting that
until such time as the Canadian farmer sets
aside for the free use of the hired man ”
and his family a small plot—which every
farmer can spare without loss—with a fairly
comfortable dwelling thereon, each harvest
time, whether the crop be good or bad, will
find  him crying out for help to save and
This is due to the fact that
the farmer in these days, unless compelled
through circumstances, will employ none
other than single men, whose services he
dispenses with as soom as his harvesuing is
over.

The memorialists claim that their conten-
tion is strengthened by the presence in LG
ronto of over sixty destitute Irish familie
who were lured to this country by the mis-
statements of one Gaskell, and they farther
contend that the money spent in support-
immigration  agents abroad and in
assisting  immiygrants to cress the
ocean, would be vetter employed in coloniz-
ing dominion lands with our present p:-pula-
tion and thus, relieving to a great extent
the large centres of their surplus labor
material,

Io view of the high rents, increasing cost

of fuel, clothing and the necessaries of life,
coupled with the decreasing ability to.pur-
chase on the part of mechanics and laborers,
any act or neglect on the part of the gov-
ernment of the whole countrv that would
tend to still further embarrass the laborer
in the pursuit of such remuneration for his
labor as would enable him to. procare for
himselt and family the neeessaries—not to
speak of any luxury—of life, could not be
other than construed as indication of an in-
tention to ignore the vital intereats of a large
and worthy though not wealthy portion of
the population of our dominion. !
The memorial is signed by Chas. March
and J. Rose, president and secretary ree=
pectively of the council, and calls for the
prompt and serious consideration of the
powers that be at Ottawa.
