pess who have made a life study of it and
are experts in that specialty. The first re-
quirement, therefore, in a medical superin-
tendent of an insane asylum is that he be a
specialist in his department. Such men can
be. got, such men are now in the service in
inferior positions, but political considerations
have dictated the a t of doctors
with “a political to every one of these
first-class tions with one exception.

But that is all that was heard
of promotion. The clever young doctors in
the service left as soon as they could do
better: they saw no hope for their future in
remaining in the service, that men of the
Cascaden stamp would pick up the plums.
And so Dr. Burgess of the London asylum,

in the science, a distinguished
uate of Toronto University, and for 14
years a hard-working junior asylum doctor,
resi He was given the superintende:xecﬁ
of new Protestant asylum at Mont
over ex(:fert eompetitors m all over Can-
ada and the States simply and solely on his
merits. But the Mowats and Rosses had
no further encouragement to offer him and
he left the provinee. Dr. Buchan of the To-
ronto asylum, after his experience of several
ears, was surely worthy of promotion to
Mimico—but Cascaden had the pull and got

it !

The World’s contention, then, is that the
asylum service should be pla beyond
po{itics: that clever young doctors who have
already made a study of ty should be
taken in and promoted on their merits,
moved about from one asylum to another
to devote themselves to their

jnst as they become
roads sawbones
comes ahead of them.

Dr. C. K. Clarke of the Kingston asylum
is the one example of promotion and he cer-
tainly owes it to his merits, though if his
father had not been and a member of
the Legislature it is doubtful if he would ever
have got it.

This is the way then Oliver Mowat is keep-
ing himself in power. He is using every of-
fice and every piece of patronage that he can
control with the sole view of rewarding his
political heelers. Hehas no regard what-
ever for the public service.

The World asks its readers to consult their
family doctor, or any doctor of their ac-
uaintance, about this matter, not to take
our view of it, and they will find that the
system of appointment is universally de-
nounced by the profession and a decided and
material injury to the unfortunate patients.

Dr. John C den is a resident of Iona
village. - He was first elected in 1879 or 1880
at a bye-election as representative for West
Elgin inthe Ontario Assembly, and was again
returned in 1882, although he was vigorously
opposed .lK' members of his own party,
who made serious charges against his
moral character.

Before the appointment he boasted that he
would receive it, but when Mr. Coyne was
gazetted he expressed himself satisfied, and
those who knew the doctor needed no ex-
planation. It was patent to all that he bhad
been promised another berth.

Cascaden was mixed up in the Bribery Plot,
though nothing was publicly brought home
to him.

Toronto Belt Line Railway Company.

PRrESIDENT'S OFFICE.
E. F. Clarke, Esq., M.L.A., Mayor of To-
ronto:

S1R: The Toronto Belt Line Railway Com-
pany have been proceeding for some time with
the construction of that section of their line
which extends from a point on the Northern
Division of the Grand Trunk Railway, north
of Davenport station, to connect with the
main line of the Grand Trunk immediately
west of the mouth of the River Don.

To effect this connection the company re-
quires to arrange with the city as to the
t« rms upon which the railway reserve on the
Don imgrovements may be used for their
traffic. It is not sought to expropriate a
right of way for the company over city
property, but the company desire to con-
form in every respect with the . legislation
which has been obtained by the city as to the
Don improvements -and to pay to the city a
fair annual rental for their use of part of the
railway reservation.
