The friends of Queen's do not object to the
discussion of these questions, but they have
a right to ask why Mr. Clark should fulmi-
nate such threats as the following: “If the
authorities of Queen’s College resist any at-
tempt beiug made to remedy this abuse it
appears to,me that this in itselt affords-suf-
ficient reason for very decided action being
taken by the assembly.” Pray. where are,
the- indications of the spirit of repellion
on the part of the authorities of Queen’s
College?t To what proposal of the church
bave they turped a deaf eart It Is
the church and mnot the college, as Mr.
Clark admits, that is responsible for the fact
that the relation existing between the two is
pot so' close as it wasin former years, It
will be time enough to use the lash when the
college has rejected some reasvnable pro-
posal on the part of the church to make the
connection closer. Surely the correction of
misleading and injurious statements made by
Mr. Clark is not to be construed as resistance
to the authority of the church.
