L. Patton orate, they were furnished
with the agreeable spectacle of the pride
and glory of the seniors throwing the
strong men of the first year into the
mud.

Hustling the Freshmen.

The latter ceremony, which was the
most important in the eyes of the stu-
dents, began after convocation was over.
After the ladies had guitted the hall the
geniors formed in two lines extending
out from the exit. As ‘the innocent and
uasuspecting youths appeared they were
set upon and passed down the line f{nd
out upon the mud of Shater-street. Tho
sophs went lustily into she amusement
of throwing the ireshies down the steps
and seating them in the mud. Only the
young gentlemen who had foresi.ght en-
ougli to put their hats under their coats
escaped with a covering for their heads.

The spectacle was enjoyed by a thous-
and or more lay spectators, to whom
the incident was a novelty. A number
of the students, probably blase toward
such entertainment, did not take part,
but everyone joined in the street parade
afterward. .

The Speeches.

The speeches followed amid a stream
of comment from the assembled students,
who had bestowed some attention on
their friends who were being honored.
When President Loudon referred to the
many distinguished gentlemen present,
shout of “ Where ?” amused the assem-
bly on the platform muchly. TFor the
most part the chaffing was taken good-
naturedly. Only once did the gallery
humor assume the aspect of boorishness.
That was when a certain ultra-loyal
wing of the studenis made a persistent
attempt to shut off the speech of the
President of the University of New
Jersey. He was greeted with a chorus
of Yankee Doodle, and the audience lost
much in that the most important portion
of his brilliant address to the students
of his old alma mater was drowned by
yells.

Lieutenant-Governor Kirkpatrick was
received with enthusiasm. If not speci-
fically by implication he referred to the
Patrons of Industry and to the new
political movements in Canada. In be-
ginning he spoke of the righteous desire
for a higher education that was
abroad and the breaking wup of
the two old political parties
into new parties that would no doubt
have their share in governing the nation.
It was of the very highest importance
that the masses should be educated, that
knowledze should be diffused abroad and
that the men of the outlyinz districts,
of the rural localities, who were now
about to take an active part in the Zov-
ernment of the country, should be men
educated to deal with tlie problems that
would come before them. He rezretted
to learn that it had been necessary| of
late to raise the fees rather thau lower
them at Toronto University. This was
rezrettable. Education, he felt, should
be iree to all.

As To Government- House.

“Let us abolish Government House,” he
said, amid cheers, “let us economize and
cut down expenditures in every way to
make education free to our :people.”
There was immense cheering as he sat
down.

Principal Gran§ of Queen’s then made
one of the zenial speeches for which he
is famous. When President Loudon had
recently been at Kingston to be made
a son of Queen’s, he had invited him to
attend the convocation of Toronto Uni-
versity.

Yu obedience to the modern commniand,
“Parents, obey your  children,” he had
come. (Laughter.) He adjured the stu-
dents to cultivate true patriotism, a
Jove for their country and for every-
thing good to which their country could
attain. It should be a matter of rejoic-
ing .even when one good man was added
to the staff of one of our universities. He
himself would rather have one Bocrates
vo talk toin the street than a whole col-
lege faculty. Me did not refer to a faculty
such as Prof. Bryce had discovered in
some western colleges. The story was
told oi a professor out there who spoke

Principal &rant on Controversy.

< The student must search _for truth,
said the speaker, and incidentally he
told of how once he questioned some lads
on the ereed, and on one's reciting, "l
believe in the holy Catholic Church,” and
being questioned as to what church, tha
reply was ‘‘Presbyterian,” I did not
correct him because I do not believe in
controversy,” said Principal Grant.
I want to tell you that the student
should seek knowledge with a conviction
that truth is to be had, he continued.

Hom., G. W. Ross then read a paper
chiefly devoted to university extension.
He told of the results of the scheme in
Enzland and elsewhere, and expressed
himeell as strongly favorable to extend-
inZ the good things of higher education
to the outlyinz portions of the province,
where, no doubt, many a fine intelli-
Zence is dwarfed by inactivity and the
lack of stimulus, Mechanics’ Institutes
could bé endowed with good and health-
ful books and other steps for the advance
of culture taken.

President Patton of the University of
New Jersey was the next speaker. e
spoke “firet on the excellence of the To-
ronto University’s calendar, and weat on
to advise the undergraduates as to how
to make the best use of their time, They
should not become specialists too early,
they should rezard it as a duty to be
broad, It was not the particular busi-
ness of the prospective theologian to
study Biblical Greek, but to embrace
studies of an opposite nature. The doc-
tor was the better for a knowledze of
political economy. The lawyer could
find studies as profitable as jurisprudence.
The Protestant should study the Catholic
writers and the duty rested on every one
to seek lizht from whatever source. It
was optional with’ college men as to
some of §$he studies to un-
dertaken, but they must remember in
considerinz these options that one study
but cleared the way for another study,
and vista after vista of knowledge was
opened up. . Political science was one of
a great number of moral eciences to
which it was closely related. They
must have regard to the relationship of
things.

A Series of Interruptions.

Here the - growing interruptions as-
sumed a formidable aspect and continued
until the speaker sat down. He short-
ened his remarks, but held his ground.

“If you are not serious you Aimply
are not in it,” he said, and was cheered.
“Give us your college yell,” shouted
somebody.

“ You ought to be serious because you
are studying truth and professedly in
search of it,” continued Principal Pat-
ton, and then briefly he went back upon
the thread of his discourse to fpe rela-
tionships of things. This universe, said
| he, according to the unanimous verdict
of the mathematicians, metaphysicians
and men of science is a system of
thought relations inscrutably knit to-
gether, and these thought relations, in
which we all have part, survive after
our bodies have passed away.

Vice-Chancellor Mulock followed very
briefly, and eaid that the University
needed money and could always use it
to advantage no matter how much was
bestowed upon it.

Many Cries for Blake.

Then there arose a cry of “Blake,
Blake,” and when the Chancellor came
forward, lookinz rosy and happy in his
silken gown and scarlet insignia, the
students rose in their seats and howled
with joy.

The Chancellor said that it had been
his lot to speak at many convocations,
and he was generally called upon to
address a tired audience on exhausted
topics. (Laughter.) As he had been
absent from Canada for 12 months, he
could not’ speak bf our own university,
but he might tell them of some other
great universities. He had learned much
of the University of Alexandria, which
flourished 2000 years ago and had no
less than 14,000 students in attendance,
Although the art of printing was not
yet invented, it had two libraries, one of
90,000 and another of 40,000 volumes.
One thousand five hundred years later
a few manuscripts in half a dozen, chests
was all that Oxford possessed. Alexan-
dria had observatories, chemical labora-
tories, zoological and botanical gardens,
The inventor of the first steam engine
and many men whose works have surviv-
ed to this day came from there, It might
be said of it that its glory tinctured
all the ages. There sprang up there
from the Egyptian, not from the Greek
side of the inmstitution, he thought, the
effort to realize the practical uses of
knowledze to the world at large, To-
ronto has some distance to go before
she could realize the glory of Alexandria,

Another university he thought they
should like to know something of was
Oxford. In its early days disputation
was the manner of study. The
student began by listening to his
seniors, then to defend doctrines, then
at last he achieved the honor of being
an opponent and arguing against the
accepted truths. The examinations were
merely a recitation of syllogisms,
which as often as not the student read
out of his cap. The undergraduate had
ther. more liberty than now. The can-
didates got leave to choose their exam-
iner—(cheers)—and it was customary to
give him gold or to make him drunk—
(cheers)—but in 1166 laws to abolish ths
custom of standing treat to éxaminers
were passed. (Groans.)

The Freshmen in Early Years.

The speaker went on to tell how the
freshmen were treated in the early part
of this century. The treshmen of those
days were expected to sit on a form and
make jokes for the benefit of their elders.
If they were not successful they were
tucked or scarified with thumb nail of
sophomore on the under lip. (Cheers.)
The Earl of Shaftesbury and some un-
usually muscular freshmen put a stop to
this, and the freshman of Oxford is now
treated with respect. (Groans.)

The Chancellor proceeded to speak of
the uses of higher education. In England
and on this contiment circumstances are
different. The people have actual object
lessons in political economy in the shape
of an Irish famine. In Engzland the lack
of raw materials is plain to the people,
but here the visible sizns are rather on
the other side, This fact makes it the
more necessary that a diffusion exist
amonz the people of men able to cope
with these ecomomical problems, to in-
fluence them in favor of true doctrines.
A zreat part of the work of the old Radi-
calism is done. Constructive work is to
be done. There should be diffused abroad
men who have mastered the dangers and
problems that underly the socialism and
collectivism which have sprunz [rom the
breakinz up of the old systems, and thus
a university is an essential part of the
polity of any free and democratic people
if it is to be ruled wisely. Yo should
reéalize your own responsibilities. They
depend, not so much on views, but ona
stronZ, broad, comprehensible staple in-
tellizence and grasp of thigs. Cultivate
a spirit of patriotism. Realize that it
i@ not your first duty to Zain/ name or
fame in any callinz, but to so’ comport
yoursell as to obtain the confidence of
some portion of your fellow men and so
to use that confidence as to make them
happier and better.

There was Zreat cheering as the speak-
er finished and the chairman then dis-
missed the assembly.

President Loundon's ** At Home.”

At the conclusion of the Convocation
proceedings the President and Mrs. Lou-
don gave an at home, at which the Lt.-
Governor, the members of the Senate,the
faculty and others were present. While
the guests were being entertained a
squad of students wppeared before the
president’s house and serenaded the party.
Speeches were called for, and in respounse
President Loudon made a few remarks.

the Disense,

according to Dr. Cyrus Edson, the
Medical Commissioner of the New York
Health Board, no fear at all need be
entertained of the disease spreading, as
the persons exposed to it can be render-
ed absolutely immune by inoculation
with the anti-toxine. is s_tg.rﬂing
revelation i ths treatment of diphtheria
has been worked out in the laboratory
of Prof. Koch, in Berlin, Said Dr.
Edson a few daysago: “Itisthe most
important discovery made in medicine
since the time when Jenner discovered
the science of vaccination. There are
many medical men who declare that it is
even more important than Jenner’s dis-
covery.” The experiments which led to
the discovery of the value of thisremedy
were in progress for more than three
years in the Koch laboratory, Dr. Edson
says. Because of the fiasco of the
famous ‘lymph” treatment for con-
sumption, which was made public before
the experiments had been eoncluded,
the work on the diphtheria investiga-
tions was closely guarded. But from
time to time certain facts as to its suc-
cess became known, and last spring Dr.
Herman M. Biggs, the well-known bac-
teriologist of the New York Health De-
partment, was sent to Berlin to study
and report on the work relating to diph-
theria. In a report that he sent of the
new treatment from abroad, Dr. Biggs
spoke as follows of the actual results:
“Out of more than 250 cases treated by
the new method (the anti-toxine), when
the cases were inoculated on ‘the first
day, 100 per cent. recovered, when
treated on the second day 97 per cent.,
on the third day 8% per cent., on the
fourth dav 76 per cent. and on the fif!
day 57 per cent. The conclusions
seem to be justified that: (1) Any
person after exposure can be render-
ed immune to the disease if the
symptoms have not already developed ;
(2) If cases can be treated within
the first thirty-six hours or perhaps
forty-eight hours of the disease, tge
mortalify may be reduced practically to
zero. After this time the value of the
treatment becomes dprogressively less.”
The anti-toxine used is simply the blood
of animals rendered immune by a sys-
tem of inoculation. The processof ob-

which has the power of neutralizing the
poison i)roduced in diphtheria. In ani-
mals which have been capable of with-
standing very large doses of the poison
through repeated inoculations, even the
blood at last acquires the power of
neutralizing very large, and even fatal,
unantities of the diphtheria cure in
the system of a man or beast. When
animals have thus been immunized blood
ig withdrawn from their eirculation in
quantities varying with the size of the
animals. and serum (the white substance
which rises on blood that is left stand-
ing) derived from the blood so drawn is
employed in injections underneath the
skin for the treatment of cases of diph-
theria. The anti-toxine thus intro-
duced in the blood of afflicted persons
neutralizes the poison absorbed into the
circulation and renders them proof
against the action of the disease. Un-
fortunately, however, for the rapid and
general use of this substance for the
treatment of ¢iphtheria, its production
requires the constant surveillance of
skilled and trained men. A comparative-
ly long period, often four to'six months,is
necessary to render animals immune to
the diséase so that their blood can
be employcd for the treatment. When
thus rendered immune these animals
can furnish, as a rule, only sufficient
blood to treata comparatively small
number of cases. The production of
the substance must therefore necessatily
be costly, and it can only be produced
in sufficient quantities and be placed at
the disposal of poor peogle by municipal
or state sanitary authorities. About
two and one-half teaspoonfuls of the
anti-toxine, injected uxnder the skin,
constitute a dose, and not over three
doses, it is said, are required taeffect a
cure. Under the most favorable condi-
tions, it costs $1 to produce sufficient
anti-toxine for one dosé.—N. Y. Times.
