The ninth of Mr. Moody’s revival meet-
ings held yesterday afternoom in Massey
Hall was as successful as any of those
previously held. The attendance was
as large, the devotion as deep, the pray-
ers as earnest and the singing as sweet.
The preliminary hymns heartily sung
were: “TFierce and Wild the Storm Is
Raging,” “I Know That My Redeemer
Lives and Ever Prays for Me,” “ My Hope
