There 
is skating to be practiced, and tobogganing 
to be engaged in, and there are besides the 
many little ways and means of amusement 
with which a company of intelligent per- 

ywhere can provide themselves for 
the enliemnent of wet days, which, for­
tunately, are rare on the mountains.

At Davos, on the mountains, 5,100 feet or 
so above tbe level of the sea, these patients 
regained their health completely, and, 
adds Dr. Webber, “ are still living at 
Davos, in active occupationThis inci­
dent was the beginning of the practice of 
viewing the mountain as a new and valu­
able place for the treatment of 
disease. Dr. Webber began to send pati­
ents there about 1867.

primitive Swiss village profited by its hav­
ing been found out. It is now a flourish­
ing colony. Hotels and villas have sprung 
up with a rapidity surprising to witness. 
Davos Dorfill, being a little higher up in 
the valley, is to be regarded as almost a 
suburb of Davos Platz. Physicians skilled 
in the treatment of lung troubles have 
united in praise of the hills. Formerly, 
man hastened to tbe mountains for refuge, 
or took them for a type of that which was 
strong and everlasting.
