and yet such I believe has been done in the fresh meat trade of our
®untry. And for my part, I see no reason why we should not have
Steamers fitted up for carrying beautiful, blushing, bright Benoni,
Early Strawberry, Dora, and Gravenstein apples to Europe; and were
La young man I would not wish for a better speculation than planting
fifty acres of land with the above named four varieties of apples. I
Speak from an experience of over twenty years, when I say that I
always make more out of my early apples than my late ones. Not,
that, T would advise any farmer who has a large quantity of grain to
arvest to plant more than two or three trees of each of the above
lamed early apples, unless he is prepared to plant quite a number, and
hen to ook out for & market for them heforg they are ripe, and also to
See that they are properly picked, and barreled at the proper time.
