Some may
think it is early to move in this matter but
we cannot begin too soon.

We cannot at present tell what the win-
ter losses have been. They appear to be
much the same as other years.

Wintering. Some have wintered without
the loss of # colony, others

have lost almost all. Our own apiary
after a careful examination appears to have
wintered about the same as the winter of
1898-91. Three werae lost in the cellar, but
last fall many nuclei were united ; these
we think never winter as well as

normal colonies.
