THE “S.P.G."

OR the information of some of our readers
in Algoma, who may be puzzled to know
what these mysterions letters mean, we
may say that they represent the name

of one of our noblest and most honsmble chureh
societies in England, viz: the Society for the Prop-
agation of the Gospel in Foreign l'atts, which was
founded, and “incorporated by royal charter in 1701,
for the veceiving, managing, and disposing of funds
contributed for the veligious instruction of the
jqueen’s subjects bevomd the seas: for the mainten-
ance of clergymen in the plantations, colonies ete.,
of Great Britain, and for the propagation of the
gospel in foreign parts.”  The debt which the Dio-
cese of Algoma, amongst others in Canada, owes to
this society is greater than can be told in the limit-
ed space at our disposal. Suftice it to say, just now.
that the obligntions under which we lie 1o this
society have been made weightier than before with-
in the last month, the bishop having been notj-
fied by the seeretary, Rev. W. 11 Tucker, that
the committee, though compelled by o serjons falle

In wesponse o the bishop's appeal, in
hes tust saraal lotter, the committee Jave kindly
placed the sm of €653 8 4 (special donation) at
Ins dispesal o emible Lim (o place snother migsion-
My i hitherto neglected poitien of the diocese,
where there wme nembes of chureh funilies who
live at such w distanee from any organised mission,
tut they have till now been altogethier eut oft from
the wdnetiations of theirown clreh. But this sum
Wil net sutlice to support a clereyman and his
family - at least €100 (8500) mare will be needed,
and the bishop will be eampelled  to leave these
poor sheep, seattered in the wilderness, untended,
until theie is woney enongh in the treasmy to sup-
port the shepherd whe is to care for their souls.
The bishop tavelled all through the distviet rvefer-
red to last sununer, amd cam bear personal withess
nat only o its need of @ elergyman, but to the eam
est dedtie of the people to have some one who will
minister to them hoth in the public service of their
chuveh and in their homes,

THE “C. C. C. 8"

These cabalistic signs stand for the nmune of
another chureh society in England which has proved
a generous henefactor to our missionary  diocese
wver since its foundation, viz: the “Colonial and
Continental Chureh Society.”  Its income avernges
about £20,000 (5200,000) per annun, hut it man-
ages to covera very wide ficld of opemtions with
it intluence.  No less than twenty-nine coloninl
diocescs ave subsidised by it for various purposes,
the support (sometimes total, sometimes partial.) of
clergymen, catechists, sehoolmasters and mistresses,
the maintenance  of wissions among semwmen and
manumitted slaves.  Besides all this a large num-
ber of chaplains ave aided, in some cases entively
supported by this society, on the continent of
Europe. o that English touvists cun scarcely Lght
on a single place of summer resort in Europe whiere
they do not find an English chureh, and a clergyman
ready Lo minister o their spiritual needs.  Now
with siteh an enormous  field to be covered with so
comparatively limited an income, Algoma could
not reasonably expeet avery Jarge slice, but she is
fortunate enough to receive the smn of £285 for
this year, with the assurance that if more could he
wiven she sheuld have more.  In retmn for this
invaluable annual assistance we can only pray that
God will put it into the hearts of many English
churchmen wund women, who love the simple, old-
fushioned. but all saflicient gospel preached by the
nessenzers of thisseciety, todevise libernl things in
its behalf sand so enable it to extend far beyond its
present limits, the area of its manifold usefulness.
