who died on the morrow. I could not
stop to assist at his fancral. In Tadousac
and  Lancelot there are a few Protes-
tants and there are several French Cana-
dians; and as the Protestants here under-
stand the Freneh language, 1 tried immedi-
ately to have a French prayer meeting, and
I succecded above my expeetations. In the
evening of the Sth of August, T preached to
about twenty French Canadians, in a large
room at Tadousae. There were also some
English present.  There might be, in all,
about twenty-five persons, At the conclu-
sion of the serviee, I was requested by some
Canadians present to grant them the oppor-
tunity of hearing me another time; and

taccordingly, [ immediately appointed ano-

ther meeting for the morrow evening, in
the same place and at the same hour.  On
the Oth, I visited with a friend a chapel
which was built for the Jesuits when they
were  Missionaries among  the Indians,
which is still in exeellent repair.  After
having visited it, we went along the shore
towards the St. Lawrence, and after hav-
ing walked about one mileand-a-half or two
miles, we came to some flat lands which, I
was told, are known to have been the gar-
dens of the Jesuits. I omitted to men-
tion that at Chicoutimi, thereis also another
chapel standing, but not so good, and de-
prived of all its ornaments, which belonged
once to the sane order. After this, and
considering the beauty and the richness of
the country, T do,not wonder that the
resuscitated Jesuits are coveting their con-
fiscated domains, in this part of England’s
dominion. In the evening, I was again
privileged to announce the glad tidings of
salvation to about thirty French Canadians,
and to a few Lnglish people. All this
confirms me in the opinion that if a min-
ister, able to preach both in French and
in English, was settled on the Saguenay by
our Synod, he might be an instrument
of great good to the Church and to the
people there, in general.
